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16 noviembre 2025

Oracién inicial: Sefior Jesus, aumenta mi fe y que tu Reino venga a mi corazon y al mundo.
Encuentro con Cristo:

El Templo: Es impresionante estar frente al Muro de las Lamentaciones en Jerusalén y presenciar el llan-
to de los judios que anhelan la restauracion de su Templo. En su momento, fue el centro de su fe. Sin em-
bargo, el Muro de las Lamentaciones es solo el muro de contencion que aliin se conserva, construido hace
unos dos mil afios para sostener la gran explanada del Templo. Jesus profetiz6 la destruccion del Templo,
que ocurriria unos cuarenta afios después de su crucifixion. Esto significaria el fin de la practica del culto
sacrificial para los judios que se unieron al establecimiento del culto cristiano. Ante un cambio tan radical
en su futuro, Jesus les advirtié que no confiaran en quienes se proclamaban el Mesias. Les dijo que
debian perseverar.

Pruebas de fe: Jesis también profetizo las pruebas que sus discipulos sufririan por causa de su fe. Su
profesion de fe no seria mera palabreria, sino un testimonio vivo y activo que requeria afrontar la prueba
definitiva. Se les daria lo mas necesario para su defensa. ;Seria una defensa que les salvara la vida? No,
porque sabemos que la mayoria murié como martires. Pero «ni un cabello de su cabezay» se perderia.
Haciéndose eco de 1 Samuel 14:45, Mateo 10:30 y Lucas 12:7, esta expresion significa que la especial
providencia de Dios estaria con ellos. Se les daria la sabiduria y las palabras necesarias, no para salvar sus
vidas, sino para profesar su fe e impulsarlos a la vida eterna.

Perseverancia: Jess hablé una vez mas de la importancia de la perseverancia en estos versiculos del
Evangelio. Esta vez les dijo a sus discipulos que la perseverancia les salvaria la vida. A lo largo de los
siglos, los cristianos han orado por la perseverancia final, el mayor don que se puede pedir. Los martires a
lo largo de los siglos han dado testimonio de la importancia de este don. Ante la inminente extincion de
su existencia terrenal, se aferraron a la esperanza y a la conviccion de que su fe les ganaria la vida eterna,
y asi fue.

Dialogo con Cristo: Sefior Jesus, concédeme el don de la perseverancia. Aumenta mi fe para que pueda
dar testimonio de ti en toda circunstancia, sin temor a perder mi vida, mi prestigio o el respeto de los
demas, con tal de vivir plenamente en tu Reino.

Propésito: Senor, hoy, por tu gracia, reflexionaré sobre en qué situaciones de mi vida se requieren
valentia y perseverancia para dar testimonio de mi fe.
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Jesus answered, “See that you not be deceived, for many will come in my name,
saying, 'l am he,' and 'The time has come.' Do not folg_vi\gthem!” Luke 21:8

Opening Prayer: Lord Jesus, increase my faith, and may your Kingdom come in my heart and in the world.
Encountering Christ:

The Temple: It is an impressive sight to stand before the Wailing Wall in Jerusalem and witness the weeping
of Jews who long for the return of their Temple. It was once the centrality of their faith. But the Wailing Wall
is merely the extant retaining wall, built about two thousand years ago to sustain the Temple’s large espla-
nade. Jesus prophesied the destruction of the Temple that would occur some forty years after his crucifixion. It
would be the end of the practice of sacrificial worship for Jews who joined in the establishment of the Chris-
tian sacrifice of worship. With such a radical change in their future, Jesus warned them to not put their trust in
those who proclaimed to be the Messiah. He said that their stance should be one of perseverance.

Trials of Faith: Jesus also prophesied the trials that his disciples would undergo for the sake of their faith.
Their profession would not be mere lip service, but a living and active testimony that required facing the ulti-
mate test. They would be given what was most necessary for their defense. Would it be a defense that saved
their physical lives? No, because we know that most of them died a martyr’s death. But “not a hair of their
head” would be lost. Echoing 1 Samuel 14:45, Matthew 10:30, and Luke 12:7, this expression signifies that
God’s special providence would be with them. They would be given the wisdom and words needed, not to
save their lives, but to profess their faith and propel them into eternal life.

Perseverance: Jesus spoke once again of the importance of perseverance in these lines of the Gospel. This
time he told his disciples that perseverance would save their lives. Through the centuries, Christians have
prayed for final perseverance, the greatest gift one could ask for. The martyrs throughout the centuries have
testified to the importance of this gift. Faced with the extinction of their earthly existence, they held onto hope
and the conviction that their faith would win them eternal life, and it did.

Conversing with Christ: Lord Jesus, grant me the gift of final perseverance. Increase my faith that I may be a
witness to you in every circumstance, not fearing losing my life, esteem, or the human respect of others, as
long as I can live more fully in your Kingdom.

Resolution: Lord, today by your grace I will reflect on which situations in my life call for courage and perse-
verance in giving witness to my faith.
