Oracion inicial: Querido Jesus, creo que tu eres la verdad misma; que eres el fundamento de todo juicio moral. Confio en que
te preocupas por mi y me das la luz para ver las necesidades de los demas. Te amo, Sefior, y te lo demuestro ahora con mi
deseo de orar.

Peticion: {Haz que tu verdad sea mi vida, Sefior!

Haciéndome mis propias preguntas: Cada dia emitimos innumerables juicios. A menudo, parecen basarse mas en lo que
otros han dicho que en lo que sabemos. Con frecuencia, los medios de comunicacion, el gobierno e incluso nuestros com-
pafieros de trabajo nos dicen qué pensar. Pilato fue uno de esos cuyo juicio se basaba en lo que otros habian dicho. Su pregun-
ta a Jests fue la de un funcionario, no la de alguien que busca sinceramente la verdad. Jesus percibi6 esta debilidad y lo con-
front6. La excusa de Pilato fue que no era judio, asi que ;,como podia esperar comprender? Un dia seré juzgado por como
juzgué. ;Cuan justo, cuan sincero y realmente interesado estoy en los demas? ;Trato a quienes me rodean como si realmente
me importaran?

Jesus esta por encima de este mundo: Los pensamientos verbalizados de Pilato y las acusaciones del Sanedrin contra Jesus
provienen de este mundo. Es un mundo donde las personas, una vez acusadas, ya estan juzgadas; donde la mayoria de los
juicios permanecen ocultos, pero aun asi perjudican a la persona mediante acciones y omisiones; donde «lo que otros piensen
de ti» parece ser lo mas importante. Jesus no se rige por las normas del respeto humano. Ni siquiera el respeto humano puede
empezar a juzgarlo. El responde solo ante Dios, asi como vive Unicamente para agradar a su Padre. ;Pertenezco yo a este
mundo? ;Qué influencia tiene este mundo sobre mi? ;Como afectan sus juicios a mi comportamiento?

Pertenecer al Reino de la Verdad: Lo relativo jamas puede juzgar lo absoluto, asi como las estaciones no definen la natura-
leza humana. Solo un juicio basado en lo absoluto puede determinar los valores reales para todos. Justo antes de ser elegido
Papa, el Cardenal Joseph Ratzinger denuncio la imposicion mundial de valores personales subjetivos, calificandola de «una
dictadura del relativismo que no reconoce nada como definitivo y cuyo fin Gltimo consiste inicamente en el ego y los deseos
de cada uno» (Homilia, 18 de abril de 2005). En la misma homilia, contrapuso esta «verdad» relativista a la amistad con Cris-
to. La verdadera amistad con Cristo es nuestra unica guia, y exige que sometamos a €l todas las demas guias: nuestro ego,
nuestros propios sentimientos y nuestros deseos egoistas. Sus caminos, su amor y su verdad reemplazan el interés propio. ;En
qué reino vivo?

Conversacion con Cristo: Sefior Jesus, ti eres mi Rey, y tu Reino es la verdad. Forma mi mente para que conozca todas las

cosas en relacion contigo. Forma mi corazon para que juzgue a todas las personas en relacion con tu amor. Librame de los
engafios del orgullo, el respeto humano y el amor propio. jQue solo tu amor reine en mi corazon!

Propésito: Esta semana rechazaré todo juicio interno sobre los demas basado en rumores. Lo sustituiré

Introductory Prayer: Dear Jesus, I believe that you are truth itself; that you are the foundation of all moral judgments. I trust
that you really care for me and give me the light to see the needs of others. I love you, Lord, and show it now with my desire
to pray.

Petition: Make your truth my life, Lord!

1. Asking My Own Questions: Every day we form countless judgments. Often, they seem based more on what others have
said than on what we know. We are often told what to think by the media, government, and even coworkers. Pilate was one of
those whose judgment was based on what others had said. His question to Jesus was that of a functionary; not of someone
sincerely seeking the truth. Jesus sensed this weakness and confronted him. Pilate’s excuse was that he was not Jewish, so
how could he hope to understand? I will be judged one day on how I judged. How fair, how sincere, and really how interested
am [ in others? Do I treat those in my life as though I really cared?

2. Jesus Stands Above This World: Pilate’s verbalized thoughts and the accusations of the Sanhedrin against Jesus come
from this world. It is a world where people, once accused, are already judged; where most judgments remain hidden but still
assassinate the person through actions and omissions; where “what others think of you” seems to matter most. Jesus does not
belong to the ways of human respect. Nor can human respect even begin to judge him. He answers to God alone, just as he
lives only to please his Father. Do I belong to this world? What kind of grip does this world have on me? How do its judg-
ments affect my behavior?

3. Belonging to the Kingdom of Truth: What is relative can never judge what is absolute, just as changing seasons do not
define human nature. Only a judgment from what is absolute can determine real values for all. Just before being elected Pope,
Cardinal Joseph Ratzinger exposed the world’s imposition of subjective personal values, calling it “a dictatorship of relativ-
ism that does not recognize anything as definitive and whose ultimate goal consists solely of one’s own ego and de-

sires” (Homily, April 18, 2005). In the same homily he juxtaposed this relativistic “truth” to friendship with Christ. Real
friendship with Christ is our single guiding light, and it requires that we subject to him all other guides: our ego, our own feel-
ings, and our selfish desires. His ways, love, and truth replace self-seeking. In which kingdom do I live?

Conversation with Christ: Lord Jesus, you are my King, and your Kingdom is truth. Form my mind to know all things in
relation to you. Form my heart to judge all people in relation to your love. Free me from the deceptions of pride, human re-
spect, and self-love. May only your love reign in my heart!

Resolution: This week I will reject all internal judgments of others that are based on hearsay. I will replace them with prayers
for those persons, giving them the benefit of the doubt and entrusting them to the care of the King.
