From the Pastor’s Desk 
 

          Dear Parishioners, 

We begin Advent this weekend, which is a time to pre-

pare our hearts for the coming of Jesus. The word Ad-

vent is derived from a Latin word meaning "to come." 

There are two distinct Advents of Christ. One has al-

ready taken place, that is, the birth of Jesus into our 

world at Christmas. The second has not yet come, that 

is, it refers to the end of time when Jesus will return to 

judge the living and the dead. We do not know when 

the second coming will take place. Jesus does tell us to 

be ready at any time. In this Sunday's Gospel after giving 

the parable of the master whose house was broken into, 

Jesus says, "So too, you also must be prepared, for at an 

hour you do not expect, the Son of Man will come." Je-

sus says not to be afraid of his coming, but to welcome 

it. If we are living a good life, unselfishly for Jesus, we do 

not have anything of which to be afraid. If we have 

strayed from God and the truth, and let our consciences 

be dulled, we should be afraid. When I say we should be 

afraid, it means not in a way that draws us further from 

God, but rather draws us closer to him. We can always 

return to God and the path he has set for us to walk 

with him. Like the prodigal son, God the Father always 

welcomes our return and celebrates when the "lost has 

been found." Advent is a time of joy, but also of peni-

tence to prepare ourselves for Jesus' return. May he find 

us ready to welcome him!
