	Article 1

Name



	1.1
	The name of this organization shall be the Sts. Joachim and Ann Athletic Association



	
	Article 2

Purpose and Powers



	2.1
	The general purpose of the Sts Joachim and Ann Athletic Association is to promote athletic activities for the parish based on Christian values which teach loyalty to God, church, family, and the community.  Athletics, properly regulated, play very important role in the physical and emotional development of our youth.  The philosophy of the Sts. Joachim and Ann Athletic Association is dedicated to the promotion of good sportsmanship, respect for rules and self-discipline among the contestants; and with the help of God, will instill these ideals in our parish youth.  The Association is a not for profit organization.  

This Athletic Association has the following powers:



	2.2
	To establish and maintain a fund for the purpose of financing its operation and various social, economic, improvement, maintenance and other functions.



	2.3
	To enter into certain contracts as determined to be appropriate by the Executive Board.



	2.4
	To deposit and invest its excess funds in any state or federal chartered and insured bank, savings and loan, or credit union.



	2.5
	To purchase, hold and dispose of property, real and personal, necessary and incidental to its operation as determined to be appropriate by the Executive Board and in conformance with the parish guidelines.



	2.6
	Non-budgeted expenditures up to $250.00 may be approved by the Executive Board.  Non-budgeted expenditures exceeding $250.00 must be approved by majority vote at an open meeting.



	2.7
	All checks shall be signed by one member of the Executive Board.  Electronic banking shall be allowed, which would require no actual signature on the check.  Use of electronic banking will be subject to all expenditure restrictions and approval requirements found elsewhere in this Constitution and Bylaws.



	
	Article 3

Membership



	3.1
	The field of membership shall be limited to the registered adult members of Sts Joachim and Ann parish, and permanent residents within the boundaries of Sts Joachim and Ann parish with children in the program.


	3.2
	An applicant shall not be admitted to membership until it has been determined by the Executive Board that he/she be eligible for membership.



	3.3
	Only eligible members of the Athletic Association can make nominations, motions, or cast votes.



	3.4
	In order to be eligible to vote, a member must have attended two of the three meetings immediately prior to the vote.



	
	Article 4

Meetings



	4.1
	All meetings shall be scheduled by the President.  At least one meeting will be held annually for the election of officers.  

Regular, monthly, open meetings will be held on Thursdays.   Which Thursday of the month will be established in relation to the St. Charles District CYC meeting. The meetings shall be announced in the bulletin. 

A quorum is at least two members of the Executive Board.

All motions/decisions of the Executive Board must be ratified by a vote of the membership at an open meeting.



	
	Article 5

Executive Board



	5.1
	The Executive Board shall consist of the four elected officials including:  the President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer.



	5.2
	Each member of the Executive Board must be a registered member of the parish.  If a member of the Executive Board relinquishes his registration in the parish, whether voluntarily or involuntarily, he must relinquish his position on the Executive Board.



	5.3
	The Executive Board shall be responsible for the general management of the affairs, funds and records of the Association.  In addition to the duties customarily performed by boards, the Executive Board shall

A. Establish and approve the annual budget

B. Establish the date of the annual election meeting

C. Recommend to the membership suspension or impeachment of any officer of the Executive Board for failure to act prudently or to perform his/her duties.  An officer may be impeached by 2/3 majority vote at an open meeting by secret ballot.

D. Recommend amendments or additions to the Constitution and Bylaws.

E. Perform or authorize any actions not inconsistent with the law and the Constitution/Bylaws not specifically reserved by these Constitution and Bylaws for the members

F. Perform such other duties as the members may from time to time require

G. Designate a depository or depositories for the funds of this association

H. Provide a scholarship fund in the amount of $500.00 for one male and female from the Eighth       Grade graduating class

	
	

	
	

	
	

	
	

	
	

	
	

	
	

	
	

	5.4
	Election of officers shall be by nomination and vote at an open meeting in December of each year.  The term of office shall begin on January 1st and shall be for two years, on a staggered term basis.  Effective, January 2008, elections shall be held for only two Executive Board positions per year, in order to avoid all positions being vacated simultaneously.  Regular elections for the President and Secretary offices will be held in alternate years from the Vice President and Treasurer offices.   
In order to initiate the staggered terms, the December 2007 election of officers will have the following terms assigned:

                                            President – 2 years

                                            Vice President – 1 year

                                            Secretary – 2 years

                                            Treasurer – 1 year

No individual may serve in any office for more than 4 years.

	Any vacancy of the Executive Board shall be filled by appointment of the Executive Board for the remainder of the term, with the approval of membership.



	
	Article 6

Executive Officers & Duties



	6.1
	President

A.  The President shall schedule and preside over meetings of the Members and of the Executive 

        Board and shall assure the operations of the athletic program and committee functions.

B. Shall perform such other duties as customarily performed by the office of the president, or as directed to perform by resolution of the Executive Board, not inconsistent with the provisions of the law or the Constitution/Bylaws



	6.2
	Vice President

  A.  The Vice President shall have and exercise all the powers, authority and duties of the president

        during his/her absence or in his/her inability to act

C. Shall assist the president in his/her duties and act as Assistant Chairman for any sports 

       tournaments.   He/She shall also act as the alternate Parish CYC Representative

	6.3
	Treasurer

A. Shall exercise overall custody and control of all funds, maintain adequate financial records of

      the assets and liabilities of the Association and report all current income and expenses at each  

      meeting.

B. Shall prepare the annual closing budget and present it at the meeting prior to the election of the

Executive Board.

C. Shall report all financial records at the monthly meetings.

D. Execute other duties as required or assigned within this Constitution and Bylaw.

	Secretary

A.  Shall prepare and maintain full and accurate records of all meetings and activities

B.   Give proper advance notice of meetings to the membership

C.  Handle all necessary correspondence

D.  Shall maintain an updated listing of all Committee appointments

E.  Shall advise the Executive Board of any existing vacancies

F   Shall keep attendance record (i.e. sign in sheets)



	6.5
	Parish Council Representative

  A.  Act as liaison between Athletic Association and the Parish Council

  B.  Shall coordinate with the President between Athletic Association and other Parish Council

        activities

	Article 7

Standing & Ad Hoc Committees



	7.1
	The Executive Board shall appoint all Committee Chairman and establish such other ad hoc committees necessary to perform the Athletic Association business.  All committee Chairman shall submit a financial plan to the Executive Board for approval before any expenditures are made.  All Committee Chairman shall record all expenditures.  All Committee Chairman shall seek and provide any assistance as needed for the timely execution of their duties and accomplishments of their responsibilities.

Committee Chairman shall be responsible for advertising and promotion of the annual

            fundraisers.  

       b.  Shall solicit all gifts and prizes for the events

	B.
Scholarship Fund

The Athletic Association will provide a Scholarship fund for the graduating eighth grade class.  Recipients shall be one male and one female student.

The amount of the scholarship shall be $500.00 for each recipient and shall be paid directly to the Catholic High School the student is attending in the new semester, by the Association, with the sole purpose of tuition expense.

Eligibility requirements for candidates must be met before consideration

Requirements:


1.  Candidate must be attending Catholic High School in the new semester.

2.  Candidate must exhibit “Good Sportsmanship” qualities during his/her team activities while at 

     Sts Joachim and Ann.

3.  Candidate must maintain a “B” average during his/her eighth grade year.

4.  Candidate must exhibit a “Good Christian Attitude” both on and off the playing field.

5.  Candidate must have the approval of their Parents/Guardians.  

After the list of candidates has been received, a review board will be set up consisting of the following individuals:

1.  Vice President of the Athletic Association.

2.  Athletic Association member or board member

3.  Principal of Grade School or PSR

4.  Pastor of the Parish or his appointed spiritual representative

In the event the Review Board feels that more than two applicants qualify for the scholarship, the deciding vote shall be that of the Parish CYC representative.

In the event the Review Board feels that one or both of the scholarships should not be awarded due to unqualified candidates, the money appropriated for such fund shall be returned to the general revenue account and shall not carry-over for the forthcoming year.

       d.  Distributing game schedules and league rules to team coaches

       e.  
Arrange practice schedules

Notification of the CYC Sports Coordinator if involved teams are unable to agree on

      g.  Coordinate the scheduling of facilities for games (i.e. assure the availability of fields or gym

           facilities for games)

	Concessions Coordinator

a. Concessions Coordinator shall be responsible for purchasing beverages, food equipment 
and supplies and for the overall operations including housekeeping and maintenance 

                of facilities and equipment

         b.    Shall determine the number of workers needed

         c.    Shall be responsible for opening and closing receipts



	8.3
	Uniforms and Equipment Coordinator

a. The Uniforms and Equipment Coordinator shall be responsible for the purchase, distribution, maintenance and collection of all required deposits, equipment (i.e. uniforms, balls, referee equipment, etc. . .) and all trophies and awards

b. Maintain accurate and necessary inventory records



	
	Article 9

Referee Official-In-Charge



	9.1
	The Referee Official-in-Charge shall be a qualified official in, and have a working knowledge of the sport involved.  He/She shall be responsible for overall administration of the referees including: recruitment, selection, training, equipment, scheduling, supervision and payment of the referees.  As the Referees Official-in-Charge, he/she or his/her designated alternate, shall have ultimate responsibility for the official cancellation of any game in accordance with the league rules.



	
	Article 10

Parish CYC Representative



	10.1
	The Parish CYC Rep, or his/her alternate, the Vice President, shall act as the liaison between the Athletic Association of the St. Charles County CYC.  In accordance with the Constitution of the St. Charles County CYC, he/she will be responsible for reporting to the Sts. Joachim and Ann Athletic Association on the CYC meetings and activities, have the authority to present ideas to the CYC, and vote on behalf of the Sts. Joachim and Ann Athletic Association.



	
	Article 11

General Bylaws



	11.1
	Athletic registration shall be open to all members of Sts. Joachim and Ann Parish and non-parish members, residing within the parish boundaries.  

Rules and guidelines governing all aspects of registration and team formation are embodied in the parish’s Team Formation Guidelines, which is incorporated here, in its entirety, by reference and attached hereto as an addendum.

Any changes to the Team Formation Guidelines must be viewed and handled as an amendment to the Constitution and Bylaws of the Sts. Joachim and Ann Athletic Association and must be voted on accordingly.

	
	

	11.2
	Coaching and League Rules

	
	A. Sportsmanship and Christian conduct shall be observed by coaches, players, parents, and spectator.  No cursing, heated arguments with officials, fighting, or abuse of a fellow or opposing team player will be tolerated.  Coaches will be responsible for his/her spectators’ actions during games.  Coaches are accountable to the Association for their actions.

B. Coaches shall have a working knowledge of the current league rules of the sport they coach.

C. Coaches receiving on-court or on-field disciplinary actions from officials (for example, but not limited to, red cards, technical fouls, or ejections) are subject to disciplinary action by the Association.  Such disciplinary action could include suspension or a ban from coaching.
D. Every team shall say a prayer before each game.

E. Each available player present should receive relatively equal playing time and opportunity.  Coaches do have the right to discipline players through the use of playing time.  Players who are injured may be considered unavailable.

F. Teams must always wear the J&A uniform when participating in a CYC/CYA tournament or league.  When wearing the J&A uniform during any tournament or league, the team must be the rostered team (any exceptions need prior approval from the Executive Board).  Teams wearing the J&A uniform and representing the parish must follow all guidelines regarding playing time, behavior, etc.  Violations will be handled by the Executive Board on a case-by-case basis.



	
	

	
	Article 12

Constitution/Bylaws



	12.1
	The provisions of this Constitution and these Bylaws may be amended by the members at an open meeting by a 2/3 majority vote of eligible voters present.  Proposed amendments shall be voted on at the next regularly scheduled meeting following the meeting where the amendment is proposed.



	12.2
	Notice of such meeting shall be given to the members in the manner provided in these Constitution/Bylaws.



	12.3
	Provisions of this Constitution/Bylaws in conflict with the governing body and/or Constitution of the St. Charles County CYC will be superseded by, and amended to conform with the said governing body and/or its Constitution.



	12.4
	A current copy of the Sts Joachim and Ann Athletic Association Constitution/Bylaws and the St. Charles County CYC Constitution/Bylaws and the St. Charles County CYC Constitution/Bylaws shall be maintained by the Executive Board.



	
	Article 13

Parliamentary Authority



	13.1
	Robert’s Rules of Order Revised shall be the parliamentary authority in matters not specified and not in conflict with these Constitution/Bylaws or the rules of the Parish, the governing body and/or Constitution of the St. Charles County CYC, or the laws of the county of St. Charles or the State of Missouri.
