Pray for Peace 

 
 
On March 25th, 2022, Pope Francis solemnly 
consecrated Russia and Ukraine to the Im-
maculate Heart of Mary, asking her to bring 
peace in our world. On that same day, our 
Parish was united with the Holy Father. Let us 
continue praying for peace, and on every 25th 
of the month, let us renew this consecration 
we have made. Here is an excerpt of the 
prayer of consecration said by Pope Francis:  
 

“O Mary, Mother of God and our mother, in 
this time of trial we turn to you. As our 
mother, you love us and know us: No concern 
of our hearts is hidden from you.  

At this hour, a weary and distraught humanity 
stands with you beneath the cross, needing to 
entrust itself to you and, through you, to  
consecrate itself to Christ. The people of 
Ukraine and Russia, who venerate you with 
great love, now turn to you, even as your 
heart beats with compassion for them and for 
all those peoples decimated by war, hunger, 
injustice and poverty. 

Therefore, Mother of God and our mother, to 
your Immaculate Heart we solemnly  
entrust and consecrate ourselves, the church 
and all humanity, especially Russia and 
Ukraine. Accept this act that we carry out 
with confidence and love. Grant that war may 
end and peace spread throughout the world. 
The “fiat” that arose from your heart opened 
the doors of history to the Prince of Peace. 
We trust that, through your heart, peace will 
dawn once more. To you we consecrate the 
future of the whole human family, the needs 
and expectations of every people, the anxie-
ties and hopes of the world. 

Through your intercession, may God’s mercy 
be poured out on the earth and the gentle 
rhythm of peace return to mark our days.  

Amen.”

El 25 de marzo del 2022, el Papa Francisco 
consagró solemnemente Rusia y Ucrania al In-
maculado Corazón de María, pidiéndole que 
trajera la paz a nuestro mundo.

Y necesita  
encomendarse a ti, consagrarse a Cristo a 
través de ti. El pueblo ucraniano y el pueblo 
ruso, que te veneran con amor, recurren a ti, 
mientras tu Corazón palpita por ellos y por  
todos los pueblos diezmados a causa de la 
guerra, el hambre, las injusticias y la miseria. 

Por eso, Madre de Dios y nuestra, nosotros  
solemnemente encomendamos y consa-  
gramos a tu Corazón inmaculado nuestras  
personas, la Iglesia y la humanidad entera, de 
manera especial Rusia y Ucrania. Acoge este 
acto nuestro que realizamos con confianza y 
amor, haz que cese la guerra, provee al mundo 
de paz. El “sí” que brotó de tu Corazón abrió 
las puertas de la historia al Príncipe de la paz;  
confiamos que, por medio de tu Corazón, la 
paz llegará. A ti, pues, te consagramos el fu-
turo de toda la familia humana, las necesi-
dades y las aspiraciones de los pueblos, las an-
gustias y las esperanzas del mundo. 

Que a través de ti la divina Misericordia se  
derrame sobre la tierra, y el dulce latido de la 
paz vuelva a marcar nuestras jornadas.

The Month of November is Dedicated to All 
the Souls in Purgatory. 

       The Church has encouraged prayer for the dead 
from the earliest times as an act of Christian charity. “ I f 
we had no care for the dead, ”  St Augustine noted, “ w e 
would not be in the habit of praying for them. ”  The theo-
logical reason of it is the acknowledgment of human 
frailty. Since few people achieve perfection in this life but, 
rather, die still scarred with traces of sinfulness, some 
period of purification is necessary before a soul comes 
face-to-face with God. The Council of Trent affirmed this 
Purgatory state, and insisted that the prayers of the living 
can speed the process of purification. 

How can you pray for them? 
  ♦ Offer a Mass. 
  ♦ Write the names of your deceased loved ones 
that passed away since November 2023 on our 
book, which is open in church, and all the parish will 
pray for them.  
One of the 7 works of mercy is to pray for the departed.

La Iglesia ha animado a orar por los muertos desde los 
comienzos como un acto de caridad cristiana. "Si no nos 
interesáramos por los muertos", señaló San Agustín, "no 
tendríamos la costumbre de orar por ellos". Lo hacemos 
porque reconocemos la realidad de la fragilidad humana. 
Dado que pocas personas logran la perfección en esta 
vida y, más bien, mueren aún marcadas con las cicatri-
zas de sus pecados, un período de purificación parece 
necesario antes de que un alma se encuentre cara a 
cara con Dios. El Concilio de Trento afirmó este estado 
de Purgatorio, e insistió en que las oraciones de los vi-
vos pueden acelerar el proceso de purificación.  

¿Cómo puedes orar por ellos? 
  ♦ Ofreciendo una Misa. 
  ♦ Escribiendo en nuestro libro los nombres de tus 
seres queridos que han fallecido desde noviembre 
2023 hasta hoy. Este libro está abierto en la iglesia. 
Toda la parroquia orará por ellos.  Una de las 7 
obras de misericordia es orar por los fieles difuntos.
