Dear brothers and sisters, last week I             
announced to you, with considerable delay for 

which I gave you an explanation, this          
archdiocesan initiative launched by our 

Archbishop, Cardinal Joseph W. Tobin, last 
June, called We Are His Witnesses. In it, he 

presents a path of renewal that seeks to        
address the current challenges we face as the 

local Church of Newark. This Path of Renewal 
aims to find new ways to “ensure that our 

parishes are strong and sustainable for the 
future.” To this end, he asks us to make an 
“honest assessment of our current practices and      
structures.” Cardinal Tobin also announces 

that “some ministries will be renewed; some 
parish configurations may change. In time, 
some mergers or closures will be necessary.” 

Soon, some members of the Archdiocese will be 
visiting us. They are touring all the parishes to 

meet with the communities and explain this 
archdiocesan initiative in more detail, listen to 
our feelings, answer our questions, and help us 
move forward with this reflection in a spirit of 

evangelical unity, faith, and hope, as our 
Bishop asks of us. I will keep you informed 

when I know more about this.
