THIRST FOR LOVE

On this third Sunday of Lent, we have the
Gospel of Jesus’ encounter with the Samaritan
woman, who represents humanity thirsting for
happiness. We were created out of love and

for love, and it is because of this origin and
purpose that in our hearts there exists an
unceasing desire for love, for fulfillment. But,
like the Samaritan woman, it often happens to us
that in trying to reach that longed-for happiness,
we seek it along paths that end up leading us
away from it. The five husbands (and the last
one who is no longer even a husband but “just
another relationship”) symbolize the good things
in life, which are only passing goods. When lived
without God or not for His glory, they end up
emptying our lives more and more, leaving our
hearts increasingly dry, empty, and thirstier still
The Lord asks us, as He did that woman, to give
Him a drink. The surprising Good News of
this Gospel is that it reveals this truth: God is
also thirsty for our thirsty hearts. He thirsts
for us to thirst for His Love, for only He can
satisfy our longing to be loved. Human loves
and all the goods of this life, by themselves, can
never satisfy our desire for happiness and
tulfillment.

Let us do as the Samaritan woman did: let us
leave at the foot of the well our jar, a symbol of
our very human ways of seeking happiness,
trying to quench our thirst for love only with the

goods of this world. Jesus is the true

Bridegroom! He is the Source of Living
Water! Only by giving Him our thirsty hearts do

we satisfy His thirst to love us—and only then
will we experience true and complete fulfillment
in our thirst for happiness.
