Saint Fidelis of Sigmarigen(April 24)  Born in 1577, originally named Mark Rey, St Fidelis was a lawyer who always strived for justice and often served the poor or oppressed. Fed up with the corrupt justice system, he sought to change society in a different way. He entered the Capuchins following St. Francis of Assisi and continued his mission to serve the poor. His relgious name was Fidelis. He was appointed with other brothers to preach to Protestants in Switzerland and strove to bring them back to the church. On the way back from preaching on the road, he was attacked and killed.    Because of this, he is considered a martyr, always  willing to serve Christ with his whole heart.

Letter from Cardinal Joseph Tobin 
 

                   March 16, 2026 

 Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

  Grace and peace to you in our Lord Jesus Christ! 

  One of my greatest responsibilities is to ensure that the faithful of the Archdiocese are served  
by good and holy priests. However, promoting vocations to ordained ministry is never the work of one person 
alone. The whole Church shares the responsibility to pray for vocations and encourage young men whom 
God may be calling. 
   
  Because of that responsibility, our Archdiocese will launch a special campaign, Called by 
Name, on "Good Shepherd Sunday,” April 25-26, 2026. That weekend I ask you to identify young men who 
show faith, generosity, leadership, and who might be open to prayerfully consider the possibility of serving 
God and the Church as an ordained priest. 
   
  Called by Name continues our long-standing responsibility to cultivate vocations to ordained 
ministry. In this sense, it is part of our effort, alongside We Are His Witnesses, to reimagine mission and 
ministry to meet the needs of a changing world. 
   
  The young men you consider need not have expressed a desire for the priesthood. Rather, by 
nominating a young man, you are honoring his dedication to the faith, while "planting a seed" that may help 
him better understand God's plan for him. 
   
  I intend to personally congratulate the young men who are nominated, and the Vocation Office 
of the Archdiocese will follow up with support, resources, and invitations to prayer and fellowship. In no way 
do we intend to pressure candidates towards the priesthood. Rather, we want to invite young men in the 
Archdiocese to prayerfully consider God's plan for them. Your nomination may be the spark that helps a 
young man open his heart more fully to God's call! 
   
  Next weekend, you will receive more detailed instructions on how to submit names during 
Mass. But if you are ready to make a nomination today, please visit newarkpriest.com and use the online 
submission form. For honorees under eighteen, please include their parents' names as well. 
   
  This effort is dear to my heart. With your thoughtful participation, I am confident the Lord will 
raise up many new shepherds for his people. May this campaign bear lasting fruit for our Archdiocese and for 
the salvation of souls!

 Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo: 
  ¡Gracia y paz a ustedes en nuestro Señor Jesucristo!  
   
  Una de mis mayores responsabilidades es asegurar que los fieles de la Arquidiócesis sean 
atendidos por sacerdotes buenos y santos. Sin embargo, promover las vocaciones al ministerio ordenado nunca 
es obra de una sola persona. Toda la Iglesia comparte la responsabilidad de orar por las vocaciones y animar a 
los jóvenes a quienes Dios pueda estar llamando.  
 
  Debido a esa responsabilidad, nuestra Arquidiócesis lanzará una campaña especial, titulada 
"Llamados por su Nombre" (Called by Name), durante el "Domingo del Buen Pastor", los días 25 y 26 de abril 
de 2026. Ese fin de semana, les pido que identifiquen a jóvenes que muestren fe, generosidad y liderazgo, y 
que puedan estar abiertos a considerar en oración la posibilidad de servir a Dios y a la Iglesia como sacerdotes 
ordenados.  
 
  "Llamados por su Nombre" da continuidad a nuestra responsabilidad de larga data de cultivar 
las vocaciones al ministerio ordenado. En este sentido, forma parte de nuestro esfuerzo —junto con la 
iniciativa "Somos Sus Testigos" (We Are His Witnesses) — por reimaginar la misión y el ministerio para 
satisfacer las necesidades de un mundo en constante cambio.  
 
  Los jóvenes que ustedes consideren no tienen necesariamente que haber expresado un deseo de 
acceder al sacerdocio. Más bien, al proponer el nombre de un joven, ustedes están honrando su dedicación a la 
fe, al tiempo que "siembran una semilla" que podría ayudarle a comprender mejor el plan de Dios para él.  
 
  Tengo la intención de felicitar personalmente a los jóvenes que sean propuestos, y la Oficina 
de Vocaciones de la Arquidiócesis les dará seguimiento ofreciéndoles apoyo, recursos e invitaciones a 
momentos de oración y convivencia. De ninguna manera pretendemos presionar a los candidatos para que 
opten por el sacerdocio; por el contrario, deseamos invitar a los jóvenes de la Arquidiócesis a considerar en 
oración el plan que Dios tiene para ellos. ¡Su propuesta podría ser la chispa que ayude a un joven a abrir su 
corazón más plenamente al llamado de Dios!  
 
  El próximo fin de semana recibirán instrucciones más detalladas sobre cómo enviar los 
nombres durante la Misa.

Harto del corrupto sistema judicial, buscó transformar la sociedad de una manera diferente. Ingresó en la Orden de los Capuchinos, siguiendo los pasos de San Francisco de Asís, y continuó su misión de servicio a los pobres. Su nombre religioso fue Fidel. Fue designado, junto con otros hermanos, para predicar a los protestantes en Suiza y se esforzó por traerlos de regreso al seno de la Iglesia. De regreso de una misión de predicación, fue atacado y asesinado en el camino. Por este motivo, es considerado un mártir, siempre dispuesto a servir a Cristo con todo su corazón.
