She especially asked for an increased
devotion of the rosary for peace (this was during
World War 1) . It all culminated where she said a
great miracle would take place on October 13th.
On that day, over 50,000 people came to see wat
would happen. It was raining, but all of a sudden,
they all witnessed the sun “dancing” around, and
then it seemingly appeared as if the sun was
heading towards them, but then slowly returned.
After it was over, everyone, including the ground,
was dry as a bone. Many that day converted to
the Catholic faith. “Say the rosary every day to
obtain peace for the world.”

MAY: MONTH OF MARY, MONTH
OF LIFE, MONTH OF MOTHERS

In ancient Greece, the month of May was dedicated
to Artemis, the goddess of fertility. In ancient Rome,
May was dedicated to Flora, the goddess of
vegetation. In the Middle Ages, similar celebrations
were also customary, centered on the arrival of good
weather and the departure of winter, and May 1st was
considered the height of spring.

Since around the 12th century, the Church began the
tradition of the “Thirty Days’ Devotion to Mary,”
during which, for one month (from August 15 to
September 14), our Mother was honored. In the 17th
century, the Month of Mary included thirty daily
spiritual exercises in honor of the Mother of God.
This custom spread especially during the 19th
century and continues to this day, with the month of
May being chosen for this devotion.

For all these reasons, the month of May is the month
of life, since Mary’s greatest glory is being the
Mother of the Lord. And for this reason, in many
countries Mother’s Day is celebrated during this
month, since motherhood is the “eternal spring,” the
ever-new life that overcomes the barrenness of
winter. Honoring our mothers is honoring the gift of
life, and in doing so we give glory to God, the
author of all life. It is no coincidence that the Easter
celebration always includes this month, since at

Easter Christ gives us New Life—eternal life without
end.

Through these celebrations in the month of May, the
Church invites us to seek to imitate Mary’s

virtues—her docility in carrying out the will of the
Father—and, like her, to bring Jesus to others
through acts of charity, placing God at the center of
our lives.

Congratulations today, on their special day, to all
the mothers of our parish community!

Por todo esto el mes de mayo es el mes de la vida,
pues la mas grande gloria de Maria es la de ser la
Madre del Sefior. Y por ello en este mes se celebra en
varios paises el dia de las madres, pues la
maternidad es la “eterna primavera”, la vida siempre
nueva que se impone sobre la esterilidad del
invierno. Honrar a nuestras madres es honrar el don
de la vida, y asi damos gloria Dios, autor de toda
vida. No por nada, la celebracion pascual abarca
siempre este mes, pues en Pascua Cristo nos da la
Nueva Vida, Vida eterna sin fin.

La Iglesia nos invita con estas celebraciones del mes
de mayo a buscar imitar las virtudes de Maria, su

docilidad a la realizacion de la voluntad del Padre,

Ese dia, muchos
se convirtieron a la fe catélica. «Recen el Rosario
todos los dias para obtener la paz para el
mundo».
