Dear Family, 
 This Sunday is Corpus Christi Sunday, The Solemnity of the Most Holy 
Body and Blood of our Lord Jesus Christ. This is one of the most incredible 
mysteries of the Catholic Faith. We firmly believe that when Jesus says in Sacred 
Scripture that He will give us His Body and Blood to eat and drink that He was 
telling us the truth. The Priest is ordained in Persona Christi Capitis - in the Person 
of Christ the Head (or High Priest) - to be a sacrament of the High Priesthood of 
Jesus Christ. All baptized Christians share in the Common Priesthood of Jesus - the 
ability to offer spiritual sacrifices that St. Paul speaks of in the 12th Chapter of 
Romans - but only ordained priests are given the grace to be able to sacramentally 
re-present Christ the High Priest. This does not make the priest better or holier 
than anyone else, but it does confer on him a sacred responsibility and honor to 
act in the Person of Jesus, especially in the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass, the 
Confessional, and Anointing of the Sick, but also in teaching, preaching, 
shepherding, governing, etc. When the priest prays the prayers of the Mass, 
especially the Words of Consecration, the Holy Spirit moves in and through the 
priest to transform the bread and wine into the Holy Body, Blood, Soul, and 
Divinity of Jesus Christ. What an amazing gift! We just celebrated this weekend the 
ordination of a new priest and “transitional” deacon in our diocese. We will have 
over 20 men in seminary next year (we are still finalizing our interviews, etc.). Keep 
praying for holy vocations!! 
 If you are reading this on Saturday, come out to join us at the end of the 
10:45 Mass this Sunday (May 29th) for the Corpus Christi procession and end of 
our Jericho prayers - praying for the Lord to tear down any walls in our hearts and 
our community for our own continued  conversion. It will be a really powerful 
event. 
 Megan has said that a number of people have asked her if she is leaving 
because I am being reassigned. She has been grateful for the kind words and 
affirmation of the community. Megan is staying and will continue to lead the music 
at SESJ. That will not change. That being said, she will no longer be the SESJ DRE 
and Director of Evangelization and Catechesis. Therefore, we are on the lookout 
for a new part-time DRE for our parishes. Please see the job description in the 
bulletin, pass it along to people you feel would be a good fit, and most of all pray 
that the person God desires both applies and we hire them. I am personally very 
grateful for all of the hard work and dedication that Megan has given to the DRE 
position this past year. She has done a very good job. She and her husband, Jared, 
have discerned that it is time for her to work from home during the week, while 
remaining the Music Director at SESJ. Please pray for her and Jared and whatever 
plans the Lord has for them. 
 As I mentioned at Mass last weekend, I will be leaving this Wednesday, 
June 1st, to visit five of our seminarians at a summer institute of spirituality and 
participate in a retreat with them. They will be there the entirety of the summer, 
but I will return on Friday, June 10th.  
Please pray for our conversion.
