Year of St. Joseph 2021

Pope Francis announced a Year of St. Joseph, in honor of the 150th anniversary of the saint's
proclamation as patron of the Universal Church by Pope Pius IX on Dec. 8, 1870.

Pope Francis said he was establishing the year so that “every member of the faithful, following
his example, may strengthen their life of faith daily in the complete fulfillment of God’s will.”

Why did the Pope declare a year of St. Joseph?

Pope Francis said the coronavirus pandemic has heightened his desire to reflect on St. Jo-
seph, as so many people during the pandemic have made hidden sacrifices to protect others,
just as St. Joseph quietly protected and cared for Mary and Jesus.

“Each of us can discover in Joseph -- the man who goes unnoticed, a daily, discreet and hid-
den presence -- an intercessor, a support and a guide in times of trouble,” the pope wrote.

He also said he wanted to highlight St. Joseph’s role as a father who served his family with
charity and humility, adding, “Our world today needs fathers.”

What special graces are available during this year?

As Catholics pray and reflect on the life of St. Joseph throughout the coming year, they also
have opportunities to gain a plenary indulgence, or remission of all temporal punishment due to
sin. An indulgence can be applied to oneself or to a soul in Purgatory.

An indulgence requires a specific act, defined by the Church, as well as sacramental confes-
sion, Eucharistic Communion, prayer for the pope’s intentions, and full detachment from sin.
Special indulgences during the Year of St. Joseph can be received through more than a doz-
en different prayers and actions, including praying for the unemployed, entrusting one’s daily
work to St. Joseph, performing a corporal or spiritual work of mercy, or meditating for at least 30
minutes on the Lord’s Prayer.

Blessing of the Home on the Feast of Epiphany

Prayer: On entering the home.
Leader: (head of household): Peace be to this house.

All: From the east came the Magi to Bethlehem to adore the Lord; and opening their
treasures they offered precious gifts: gold for the great King, incense for the true God,
and myrrh in symbol of His burial.

All Pray: The Magnificat (see Gospel of Luke) 1.46-55

Leader: Our Father...

Leader: All they from Saba shall come
All: Bringing gold and frankincense.
Leader: O Lord, hear my prayer.

All: And let my cry come to You.

Leader: Let us pray. O God, who by the guidance of a star didst on this day manifest
Thine only begotten Son to the Gentiles, mercifully grant that we who know Thee by
faith may also attain the vision of Thy glorious majesty. Through Christ our Lord.

All: And the Gentiles shall walk in thy light and kings in the splendor of thy rising, and
the glory of the Lord has risen upon thee.

Leader: Let us pray. Bless, + O Lord God almighty, this home, that in it there may be
health, purity, the strength of victory, humility, goodness and mercy, the fulfillment of
Thy law, the thanksgiving to God the Father and to the Son and to the Holy Spirit. And
may this blessing remain upon this home and upon all who dwell herein. Through
Christ our Lord.

All: Amen.

After the prayers of the blessing are recited, each room of the home is sprinkled with
holy water. The initials of the Magi are inscribed upon the doors with the blessed
chalk. (The initials, C, M, B, can also be interpreted as the Latin phrase “Christus
mansionem benedicat: which means “Christ bless this house”).

Bless each room with incense or Holy Water. Write the Magi initials, connected by
Crosses, and the year’s numbers over the front door with the blessed chalk, like this:
