They are able to 

connect it with a reason instead of just being told what to do

unanswered, the lesson will be forgotten by the kids by the time they 

get into the car to go home! 

- If you don’t the “why” behind a teaching, just ask! None of us are 

perfect to have each answer but that’s why we are called to 

community with those around to help each of us learn more.

• Ask the question:  Have you ever done something you knew was wrong 

because you were jealous of your brother, sister, or friend? 

• Do the clarify concepts in the quick tip section on pg. 191.  It is important 

to point out that everyone needs help with making choices at some time. 

Remind the children not to be afraid to ask for help when difficult 

problems or confusing situations arise.  Point out that parents, guardians, 

teachers and other trusted adults are happy to help.  Prayer also helps.
