Building and Grounds report to Pastoral Council - April 2025

The swale (flooding of the north parking lot) had been approved but now needs to be re-approved by Monsignor Kelly because of a price change.  

Those who attended discussed priorities of projects on the list.  

The “tower” is too complex and expensive to do this fiscal year.   We should consider alternatives to the glass blocks.   If we convert the stucco to vertical siding, it won’t match the rest of the building.  The rest of the building (front) could be done the following year. 

We discussed upgrading the south bathrooms so people would be more comfortable (aesthetically and functionally).   We need to adhere to handicap requirements, etc.   

Michelle plans to paint the "Resurrection" sign at the road between April 8 and April 10.   Meanwhile, I have not yet been able to obtain a paint sample for the red color.  ... as of March 30. 

SINCE the meeting there have been meetings with gutter guard contractors and Jim, Mike, Ed. The most recent presentation looks the best.   Mike and I were very pleased with what we saw on Saturday, March 29.   We await the quote which will be approximately 1/3 of the usual cost - because we are a church!

Discussion of the Worship Space lighting did NOT occur at the meeting because via email it was shown NOT to be a "Fire Safety" issue.
