TEXAS EDUCATION FREEDOM ACCOUNTS 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 

 

"For families who are eligible to apply, we strongly encourage you to 

apply for the Texas Education Freedom Accounts (TEFA) also. 
 

Children are eligible to participate if they are U.S. citizens or legal residents and are eligible to attend a Texas school district or 

open-enrollment charter school or pre-K program, including children of active-duty members of the U.S. armed forces. 

Any Texas parent may apply for their child: “Parent” is defined as a Texas resident who is a natural or adoptive parent, 

managing or possessory conservator, legal guardian, custodian or other person with legal authority to act on behalf of a child." 

 

Recent updates: 

• The Texas Comptroller has announced that the student application period will be FEB. 4, 2026, through 

MAR. 17, 2026. Families must apply during this timeframe. 

• Families will be notified if they are awarded funds beginning the first week of April 2026. 

• Families who decline funds will enable families who have been waitlisted to receive funding. Waitlisted 

families will be notified of funding sometime after April, and may be notified as late as the summer. 

• The standard amount of funding awarded per child will be $10,474. 

• The amount awarded for children with disabilities will be stated in their award notification received in 

April, based on the student’s Individualized Education Program (IEP) on file with the Texas Education 

Association (TEA), and completed by their school districts. 

• Funds are limited so it is important for parents to apply during the application period.
