                                   Anointing of the Sick 

                                     Jesus came to heal the whole person, body and soul. 

In the Church's Sacrament of Anointing of the Sick, through the ministry of the priest, it is Jesus who 
touches the sick to heal them from sin – and sometimes even from physical ailment. His cures were 
signs of the arrival of the Kingdom of God. The core message of his healing tells us of his plan to con-
quer sin and death by his dying and rising. 

The Rite of Anointing tells us there is no need to wait until a person is at the point of death to receive 
the Sacrament. A careful judgment about the serious nature of the illness is sufficient. 

When the Sacrament of Anointing of the Sick is given, the hoped-for effect is that, if it be God's will, the 
person be physically healed of illness. But even if there is no physical healing, the primary effect of the 
Sacrament is a spiritual healing by which the sick person receives the Holy Spirit's gift of peace and 
courage to deal with the difficulties that accompany serious illness or the frailty of old age.

If you are seriously ill, call to get anointed. If you have a long-term serious condition, call to get anoint-
ed. If you are elderly, and just as a precaution are so inclined, get anointed. (You must come up with 
your own definition of elderly.)  
 

If you get anointed and time goes by and you need it, you can be anointed again. It can be done up to 
once a month. Plus, if someone suddenly takes a turn for the worst, they can get anointed again re-
gardless how few days have transpired.  

       Yet sometime is it hard to get a hold of a priest given the number of us. Do not wait to call. 

                                                   Why would a church erect such signage?  

      I am sure a number of you have seen the recent “no trespassing” and “OLM parking only” signs. 
Why would a church erect such signage? That is a fair question. 

                We have been having a problem with people parking in our lots, including overnight. We 
have even had car carriers stay overnight in our lots without our permission. Additionally, we have peo-
ple who cut through out lots, some of whom do not clean up after their pets. The problem comes to a 
head when the attorney’s office told us that if something happens to any of them or their vehicles on 
our property, even though they did not have our permission, we would be responsible. The only way to 
inhibit such potential liability is to have signs like those we just added. 

                Everyone is welcome to park here to participate faithfully in a liturgy. We want everyone. 

                Sadly we live in a very litigious world. Just for the record, the parking lot is open to all 
(outside of liturgy times) for the Balloonfest and the town Pumpkinfest. This is not the kind of tone any 
church wants to set, but for the moment it is what we all must deal with.
