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A LETTER FROM FR. LANE

14th SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME: This Sunday’s readings are
now finally from the continuous lectionary for the Sundays in
Ordinary Time. We have had all the wonderful solemnities in
June, and we settle back in to the Sunday Gospel from Luke and
the stories from that Gospel after a long absence — going back
to March 2 and the 8th Sunday. This big jump in the reading
of Luke will be something we'll share a bit more about in the
homily at Mass. Here, I'd like for us to reflect on the readings
of the Sunday!

Our readings today remind us of the great vocation stories:
we are called and sent as Christ’s disciples to bring forth the
kingdom of God! How do you and I do this today? We are all
vocation directors, inviting folks into further discipleship with
the Lorp with a special vocation of service and call, sharing
our gifts and talents for the kingdom of God. Paul reminds
us again, in his letter to the Galatians, “We are to boast in the
Lord” and wear Christ’'s wounds on our bodies to show the
world we belong to Christ.

BULLETIN PICTURES AND MUCH GRATITUDE: My family
really appreciates your prayers and well wishes, even some
Mass Intentions for my godmother and Aunt Anne DeLozier
who died a few days ago. She was my dad’s sister, living in
Marshfield, Massachusetts. Here’s a family reunion picture
with me to the left of my Aunt Anne, and my grandmother Ann
(without the “e”) next to her.

I am so grateful to Evamarie Cross and her amazing team
for another successful Bible Camp! We had 140 campers
and, what’s even more amazing, 108 counselors and support
leaders. THANK YOU ALL FOR MAKING IT SO SPECIAL
FOR YOUR YOUTH to learn the faith.

Plus, my favorite time to pray and walk around the campus is
in the 5:00 am hour when we have these amazing sunrises in
the summer. More photos coming over the summer from our
different events; we thank George Zagar for being the primary
picture taker for us!

ENDING BUDGET YEAR - COUNCIL REPORTS: I always enjoy
our appreciation BBQs with our various leadership councils
of the parish. At our final one, June 16, the Pastoral Council
and Finance Council tentatively approved our new budget,
especially for our Catholic school with, over three years, a 27%
enrollment increase. We appreciate your great marketing, your
stewardship and tithing. It also helps the parish in balancing
its budget for our ministries and staff. Some other highlights
from our meeting;:

® The Family Life Center roof is in process; stones from the
old roof were removed with a giant vacuum. Scaffold is
up to hold the kettles and dumpster. Once the demo and
new roof are in, landscaping will be replaced.

e Spring Fling 16 was a great success, and we were sad that
other local festivals had such violence. We will continue
with our “family day” and improve it for next year, trying
a Saturday so that more parents may come at night to
relax and enjoy some music and fellowship.

* We discussed the future leadership of the parish with
a possible deacon, sister, brother or lay-person being a
Parish Life Coordinator (PLC). We are discerning and
now will chat with the diocese about this possibility. This
is because of the uncertainty of visas and our international
priests who, due to immigration laws, come and go. Until
we have a priest or two that has a Green Card, we do not
have another SSS priest to follow in my footsteps. More to
come in this discussion and planning.

* We are grateful to our budget sub-committee, Mary Jo
Grendell and Keith Clapacs (our new chair) for working
with Michelle Mazza and me on the budget. As mentioned
above, we tentatively passed the budget that we present
to the diocese for approval.

¢ We thanked Pat Pannitto for his six years of service on the
Finance Council as he is rolling off now because of term
limits.

ANGEL SCHOLARSHIP SUCCESS: Thank you for sharing your
$750.00 or $1,500.00 Ohio tax rebate with our award-winning
Catholic School. Your tax rebate gift brought $93,191.35 to our
students last year and $106,240.70 in gifts for funds available
to our students for this year. We appreciate the leadership
and support of George Zagar and Stephanie Kess for helping
us raise awareness and instructing in the easy path to target
these funds for our students. We look ahead to next year —
and continue to spread the good news of this Ohio tax rebate
feature!

THE WEEK AHEAD: For Week Fourteen in Ordinary Time, we
remember:

* Sometimes the priest will have the prayers or orations/
collects of the Mass be from a special votive Mass in the
back of the Roman Missal. These are sometimes based on
the readings from the Mass, such as on Tuesday when we
could possibly have a votive Mass for the church and its
ministers, or a vocation Mass.

e Wednesday, we remember the 120 martyrs, most — 87
of them — who were born in China. We first think of
Augustine Zhao Rong and Companions, who were
children, parents, and catechists, between the ages of 9 and
72.Some were from the Order of Preachers (Dominicans —
OP) and others from the Franciscans and Salesian order.
The years range from 1648 through 1930. Shortly after he
was baptized Augustine became a diocesan priest. Shortly
after that, he was martyred in 1815.

e Friday, we remember the great monk Benedict, who
died in 547. He wrote the famous Rule and founded 12
monasteries. Today there are about 6,665 men in this
religious order.
