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A LETTER FROM FR. LANE

¥ PREPARING FOR LENT -
e OUR MASSES: Come
early to prepare the
L readings — give yourself
more time getting
ready for Mass with
your family — and get
here in time to hear
the great preludes and
other musical pieces
that our ministry works
hard on preparing. Or for those who leave early from
Mass — plan on staying for the entire liturgy. We will
continue the monastic practice of 5 minutes silences
following the ringing of a bell to set the tone. We will
then ring the bell again to begin Mass.

What is our “monastic” entrance for the Masses of
Lent? Something other churches do based on what
religious communities have done, whereby they gather,
pray together in silence and then the Holy Spirit calls
us to pray. Here is the description:

We begin Mass in the solemn prayer of the “monastic”
style, with a simple entrance:

The cantor or weekday sacristan rings a sound bowl! 5
minutes before Mass.

Then, the priest bows to the altar at the sanctuary
steps, adores the Holy Cross, goes to the altar and
reverences it, and proceeds to the presider chair for 5

minutes of quiet before Mass.
We are called to begin Mass by a simple ring of a bowl,

then to arise and begin the Mass with the “Sign of the
Cross” and greeting.

The Mass continues as usual.

ANGEL SCHOLARSHIP FUND: The Angel Scholarship Fund
grew by $8.1 million in 2024 which was a 27% increase
from 2023. Saint Paschal Baylon had 109 parishioners
donate to this fund while claiming a tax credit. The total
amount from our parish donors was $116,441.00 these
dollars went to support families in 17 different schools in
the Cleveland Diocese.

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MANNA: The Manna Ministry began in 2008 with a
mission to help our parishioners who are going through
emergency situations. Manna helps with utility bills,
rent, mortgage, car repairs, food and struggling students’
needs. During the holidays of Thanksgiving, Christmas
and Easter, gift cards are given to families in need so they
may purchase their own food and gifts, which preserve
their integrity and pride. This past Thanksgiving and
Christmas, we gave 32 families Meijer gift cards. So many
of these families have expressed their heartfelt gratitude.
During 2025, 242 families — which translates to 420
individuals — received help. This is up 29% from 2024. We
could not help so many without your continued support
through our second collections three times a year. Our
next collection will be February 14/15. With this money,
we will be able to purchase gift cards to be distributed for
Easter.
