Lent

Lent is about one simple thing; turning to Jesus Christ,
and him crucified (1 Cor 2:2). Lent is our time to journey
with Christ, to set our own faces to Jerusalem and ac-
company him to the cross (Luke 9:51). Lent is our time to
be with the crucified Lord, and to wait quietly with him
for the brilliance of resurrection.

And yet, Lent is more than a solitary walk with Jesus. We
do not walk this road to the cross alone. We walk as
Church. We walk as people of God, as the body of Christ
(1 Cor 12:27). Yes, everything we do as we travel this
road is with and for one another . This is what it means
to follow Christ, to witness his death, to be conformed to
him and his way of love that the cross embodies. It
means to recognize that we belong to each other, that we
must also lay down our lives for one another. We learn
this at the foot of the cross, and we take it with us into
the bright light of Easter.

As a pilgrim Church, we look to the daily Liturgy of the
Word as a rich resource to nourish us on our Lenten

Journey.
