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LEARNING HOW TO BE

sage from Matthew with the 

Beatitudes, today we  
continue Jesus' Sermon on 
the Mount with images of 

salt, light, and a city. Jesus 
moves from describing the 

core identity of the  
community he has gathered 
to considering its impact on 
the world. He wanted his 

community not just to claim 
its identity, but to live it out. 
He wanted his community to 

journey with him, to fully 
learn what this might mean.  

 
For us, being salt for others 

may mean engaging and 
enriching the lives of our 

neighbors. Being light may 
mean illuminating and  
addressing the world's  

systems that sustain social 
sins of violence, racism, and 
vast inequalities of wealth 

and opportunity. Being a city 
set high may mean holding 
to high standards of trans-
parency, respect, and care 
for each other. Like Jesus' 

first followers, we are invited 
to travel the difficult and  
joy-filled road of learning 
and re-learning how to be 

the Church.
