Baptism: The Sacrament of Baptism for 
infants  and children under the age of seven 
is celebrated the 2nd Saturday of each 
month.  Parents are to attend a 2 session 
preparation class which is held on the 3rd 
and 4th Monday of each month.  Parents 
must attend both sessions before baptism 
of their child.  It is recommended that the 
class be attended before the birth of the 
child. This will ensure minimal wait before 
their baby is baptized.  
Sponsors are welcome but are not required 
to attend the class.   
Children who have attained seven years of 
age are to be involved in their preparation 
for the sacraments.  Contact the office for 
more information. 
 
Anointing of the Sick: Any parishioner who 
is scheduled for serious surgery should 
receive the Sacrament of the Anointing of 
the Sick prior to the hospitalization.  Please 
contact the office to arrange for a time to 
celebrate the sacrament.   
Parishioners in danger of death due to 
sickness or old age should be anointed and 
receive viaticum.  Please contact the parish 
office or after-hours emergency number for 
the ministry of a priest. 
 
Marriage: Couples desiring to marry in the 
church, please email 
marriageprep@saintfaustinachurch.org  at 
least six to nine months ahead of 
anticipated wedding date.  Week day, 
evening and Saturday appointments are 
available.

Stewardship involves a change of heart, embodied not just in a 
single action, nor even a series of actions, but in one's entire life.  

 
Your donations help support SOCIETY OF ST PETER THE APOSTLE—Rev. Aloysius Nzewke, 

who is visiting us this weekend.  Fr. Nzewke will share a little about their mission at all Masses.   

The Society of St. Peter the Apostle is one of the four Pontifical Mission Societies. It’s the 

instrument of the Holy Father and all the Church to provide spiritual and financial assistance to 

seminarians and men and women in religious life in mission countries. 

It was founded by Stephanie Bigard and her daughter Jeanne in their native France when they 

responded to a plea for financial help from a French bishop in Japan. In its first year, help was 

sent for some 2,700 seminarians in the missions. Today, more than 30,000 major seminarians 

and 10,000 novices, mostly in Africa and Asia, receive an annual subsidy so they may continue 

to answer their call to serve Our Lord. 

These priests will serve in the very dioceses where they were born and raised. Others are asked 

by the bishop of their dioceses to serve in other areas of their native countries or in other 

dioceses throughout the world – even in the United States.

  Candlemas (February 2) 

 Thanks to Pope Sergius I (687–701), on February 2 we celebrate the Presentation of the 
Lord. On this day we also commemorate the Purification of Mary, who complied with the 
Jewish law (Leviticus 12:1). The law indicated that a mother should be purified forty days 
after giving birth to a boy child. Since the eleventh century the Purification of Mary and the 
Presentation of the Lord have been celebrated with the blessing of all the candles and can-
dlesticks that are going to be used during the year. This is done with the hope that there will 
never be a lack of light, either material or spiritual, in the houses of the faithful. The root of 
the word candlemas is the Latin verb candere (“to shine”) and from which also come the 
words candelabra and candlestick. This feast of candles recalls that Christians can, like Simon 
and the prophetess Anna in the temple, say that they also have seen salvation: Jesus the true Light who shines in the arms  
of Mary (Luke 2:25–38).
