As of now, Encounter will be conducted virtually via Zoom. Our Encounter schedule Is subject to change due to the current situation!

What?

Encounter: Wednesday night program for all High School age teens. Encounter nights will focus on Christ-centered fellowship, the development of our prayer lives, service opportunities, intellectual growth, and fostering a deeper, real relationship with Jesus Christ. High School students will have the opportunity to grow in communion with God and each other through large group meetings, social nights, and their Encounter small groups. 

E-groups: Your Encounter small group. E-Groups are divided based on age and gender. E-Groups will participate in bible study, dive into Christian prayer and morality, and provide a place to walk alongside other teens in your peer group yearning for a closer relationship with the Lord. You will break into your E-group on most Wednesday nights. 

E-Walk: An encounter participant. E-Walks that regularly attend Encounter nights will have the opportunity to participate in our Junior High programs as small group facilitators, serve on our Confirmation retreat, and step into other leadership roles. Attendance is required at Encounter nights in order to volunteer. 



Why?

You are loved. Our God continually calls us into deeper communion with each other, and with Himself. This is your opportunity to ask the questions you haven’t had the opportunity to ask, to find a community, and to come to know the person of Jesus more. He is not done with you, no matter where you are in your faith journey. “Come, and you will see (John 1:39).”

How?

Our semester will cover a Life Teen Summit series.  Through the series, you will journey with your E-Group to gain a deeper understanding of what it means to be a disciple of Jesus. Additionally, there will be community building nights and prayer nights where we will stay in a large group format for the entirety of the night. 

Expectations: 
Christ-Centered and Spirit-Driven:
Authenticity -  JP2 said “It is [Jesus] who urges you to shed the masks of a false life.” Encounter means “to meet face-to-face.” We are best able to encounter God and each other when we put forth our honest, authentic self, and not a mask of what we believe our peers or leaders would like to see. Challenge yourself to come and truly encounter God and your peers. 
Respect - Respect is a foundational component to the Christian-Life and in building Christian community. In order to cultivate close relationships within your E-Group, there must always be a spirit of compassion and confidentiality present. This is demonstrated through actively engaging and listening during E-Group sharing, putting away phones, and challenging yourself and your peers to create a culture of encouragement at Encounter. 
Commitment - Encounter will be most fruitful for you and your E-Group if you invest and commit to regularly attending. You must regularly attend Encounter in order to serve with D-Vine, Edge, or to help on retreats. It is very important that you are poured into in order to pour out. We take this very seriously!
