Dear Friends in Christ, Warm greetings of peace from 
the Diocese of Segheneity, located in Eritrea, a small 
country along the Red Sea in the Horn of Africa. Eritrea 
shares borders with Sudan, Djibouti, and Ethiopia, and is 
known as the youngest nation in Africa, having gained 
independence in 1991 after more than thirty years of a 
difficult and costly war.  

The Diocese of Segheneity was established by the 
Holy See on February 24, 2012, and its first shepherd, 
Bishop Fikremariam Hagos Tsalim, continues to lead the 
faithful with deep faith and courage. The diocese covers 
nearly 29,500 square kilometers and serves a population 
of about one million people, of whom over 43,000 are 
Catholics.  

Although small in number, our Catholic community is 
full of life and devotion. Within the diocese, there are:  

• 51 parishes and chapels,  
• 14 Catholic schools,  
• 9 health centers and 2 hospitals, 
• 5 male and 9 female religious congregations serving 

in education, healthcare, and pastoral ministry.  
Despite the deep faith of our people, resources are 

very limited. Many families struggle to afford schooling, 
medical care, and even basic daily needs. Still, the 
Church remains a sign of hope and compassion, serving 
everyone with love and dedication.  

Your prayers and generous support help us sustain our 
parishes, train seminarians, support Catholic schools and 
clinics, and bring the light of Christ to those most in 
need. Every offering, no matter the size, truly makes a 
difference in the lives of many.  

Together, as one family in Christ, we share in His 
mission – to bring faith, hope, and love to all people.  

On behalf of Bishop Fikremariam Hagos and all the 
faithful of the Diocese of Segheneity, I sincerely thank 
you for your kindness, your solidarity, and your 
generous heart. May the Lord bless you abundantly and 
reward you for your goodness.
