~ FROM THE PASTOR'’S DESK ~

Today’s Gospel places before us John the Baptist
sitting in prison, hearing about the signs and miracles
Jesus is performing. John is imprisoned because he
spoke the truth and called King Herod to conversion.

In the darkness of his cell, doubts enter his heart,
and he wonders whether Jesus truly is the Messiah he
proclaimed.

Jesus responds to John’s question by pointing to
the words of the prophet Isaiah: the blind see, the
deaf hear, the lame walk, the sick are healed, and the
poor hear the Good News. These are the signs of the
messianic age, confirming that Jesus is the promised
Savior.

Yet Jesus doesn’t mention one sign that Isaiah also
spoke about: the freeing of prisoners. By leaving this
out, Jesus makes it clear that John's own
imprisonment will not end as he hoped. Even so,
Jesus speaks powerfully about John, calling him the
greatest born of women and affirming that his
mission is not over, revealing that John’s faithfulness
still has deep meaning in God'’s plan.

Through John's story, we are reminded that God is
at work even when we do not see immediate answers
to our prayers. On this GAUDETE SUNDAY, we rejoice
not because life is easy, but because God is faithful.
He uses even our struggles to accomplish His work
and invites us to trust Him, remain patient, and never
lose hope... Fr. Serge
