FATHER MARTIN’S CORNER

REFLECTION: Our Sunday Readings talk about
commandments, decrees, precepts, statutes and laws.
There are 613 particular laws of the Jews. With this
background, Jesus strongly teaches us a new way of
interpreting the Jewish laws. Concerned about
following the laws, Jesus corrected them with
authority: “But I say to you!” Jesus wants us to do
what is right! The Psalmist says: “Blessed are they
whose way is blameless, who walk in the law of the
Lord. Blessed are they who observe His decrees, who
seek Him with all their heart” May our life be a
constant search for the Lord’s will by faithful
observance of the laws of God! And so, if we trust in
the Lord, we shall live forever!

CHALLENGE: We have a lot of laws! But what is our
attitude towards these laws, policies and rules and
regulations? Do we follow our own interpretation of
the policies set forth for the sake of order?

humble prayers on behalf of your priests. Give
them a deep faith, a bright and firm hope and a
burning love which will ever increase in the
course of their priestly life.
