TODAY'S READINGS

First Reading — God hears the prayer of the
poor.

(Sirach 35:12-14,16-18) |

Responsorial Psalm — The Lord hears the cry|
of the poor.

(Psalm 34:2-3,17-18,19,23)

Second Reading — Paul perseveres in faith, con-
fident that God will rescue him.

(2 Timothy 4:6-8,16-18)

Gospel —Jesus tells the parable of the proud
Pharisee who prayed from his self-importance
and the tax collector who prayed humbly.

(Luke 18:9-14)

BACKGROUND ON TH GOSPEL

The second parable that Jesus tells in Luke 18 ad-
dresses attitude in prayer. In contrasting the prayer
of the Pharisee with the prayer of the tax collector,
Jesus teaches his disciples to pray in humility before
God. Jesus again surprises his listeners by showing
the tax collector as the example of faith, rather than
the Pharisee. Remember that Pharisees were mem-
bers of a sect of Judaism active in Jesus' time. They
taught an oral interpretation of the Law of Moses as
the basis for Jewish piety. If anyone would be a
model for prayer, a Pharisee was a likely candidate.
In contrast, Jesus offers the tax collector as a model
for prayer. Tax collectors were collaborators with
the Roman authorities in a system that allowed the
tax collectors to line their own pockets by charging
in excess of the defined taxes.

Yet, in this parable, Jesus offers the humility of the
tax collector as a model for the prayer of a disciple.
The parable reminds us that when we pray, we
must remember our need for God in our lives. If we
are too full of ourselves, there is too little room for
God's grace to work in us.

ANTECEDENTES SOBRE EL
EVANGELIO

La segunda parabola que Jesus cuenta en Lucas 18
trata sobre la actitud en la oraciéon. Al contrastar la
oracion del fariseo con la oracién del recaudador de
impuestos, Jesus ensefia a sus discipulos a orar con
humildad ante Dios. Jesus vuelve a sorprender a sus
oyentes al mostrar al recaudador de impuestos co-
mo ejemplo de fe, en lugar del fariseo. Recuerde
gue los fariseos eran miembros de una secta del
judaismo activa en la época de Jesus. Ensefiaron
una interpretacion oral de la Ley de Moisés como
base para la piedad judia. Si alguien quisiera ser un
modelo para la oracidn, un fariseo era un candidato
probable. En contraste, Jesus ofrece al recaudador
de impuestos como modelo para la oracion. Los re-
caudadores de impuestos eran colaboradores de las
autoridades romanas en un sistema que permitia a

los recaudadores de impuestos llenarse los bolsillos

cobrando en exceso de los impuestos definidos.

Sin embargo, en esta parabola, Jesus ofrece la
humildad del recaudador de impuestos como
modelo para la oracion de un discipulo. La parabola
nos recuerda que cuando oramos, debemos recordar
nuestra necesidad de Dios en nuestras vidas.
