The project will entail grading the 
backyard, removing the fencing, and creating 
drainage so that water will go to the street.  It is 
estimated to run about $16,000.00.  It is an 
extensive project and one long overdue. 
 Repairs were made to the chair lift in the 
choir loft.  Accessible Systems Inc. installed 
the system several years ago and it has run 
smoothly until recently.  
 

Upcoming talks on “Human 
Trafficking.”  Our parish is blessed to 
have Dr. Katariina Rosenblatt speak on 
this heart wrenching but all too real 
plague that exists in our time. She will 
offer a lecture on Monday, September 
24 at 9:00 a.m. in the Church.  All are 
invited to attend her talk.

One year you used tree limbs 
from cottonwood trees.  Can you do that 
again?”  The Liturgy Commission will decide 
when to decorate.  Those cottonwood tree 
limbs you referred to came from a major snow 
storm that dumped a lot of snow on full leafed 
trees resulting in a number of limbs breaking 
off.  Now…if you’re willing to pray for another 
such storm then we will have material to work 
with!
