Per the Code of Conduct, the Archdiocese of San Antonio requires 3 
trainings: 

¨ Sexual Harassment Training: Sexual harassment training is re-
quired for clergy, candidates for ordination, employees, and adult 
volunteers. This training must be renewed every three years. 

¨ Protecting God’s Children: Protecting God’s Children is required 
for clergy, candidates for ordination, employees, and adult volun-
teers who minister to children/youth.  This training must be re-
newed every three years. 

¨ Vulnerable Adults Training: Vulnerable adults training is required 
for clergy, candidates for ordination, employees, and adult volun-
teers who minister to adult vulnerable populations. This training 
must be renewed every three years.

Discover the 
legendary Rose Window — it is widely considered one of the finest ex-
amples of baroque architecture in North America. The sacristy features 
an ornately carved lavabo, where water flowed from a cherub’s mouth 
into a bowl with a carved shell feature.
