The altar is the central point of the entire 
celebration of the Mass. As the place where Jesus 
becomes present in the Eucharist, the priest kisses 
the altar at the beginning and end of every Mass to 
show reverence and respect to Jesus. Additionally, 
many altars in the early days of Christianity were 
built on top of the tombs of saints to symbolize 

their great faith. Today, many altars have a relic, or 
a part of the body of a saint, in the altar itself, so 
the priest’s kiss also shows respect to that saint.
