Did you know?   

47 out of 50 European nations limit elective abortion prior to 15 weeks. 5 countries limit elective abortion 
to 14 weeks, including Germany and Belgium.  A majority of European countries (27) limit elective 

abortion to 12 weeks, including France, Norway and Denmark.  8 countries, including Great Britain and 
Finland, do not allow elective abortion, though some permit abortion for specific medical or socioeconomic 

reasons.  Zero out of 50 U. S. states have currently enforceable limits on abortion at 15 weeks.  No 
European nation allows elective abortion through all 9 months of pregnancy, as is effectively permitted in 

several U. S. states, including California, Massachusetts, Maryland and New York.  
 This fall, the U. S. Supreme Court will hear oral arguments in Dobbs v. Jackson Women’s Health 
Organization, concerning the constitutionality of limits on abortion prior to viability. The case was 

prompted by a common sense Mississippi law that protects the life of the unborn starting at 15 weeks 
gestation.

Subject: Religious Exemption from COVID-19 Mandates 
 
 
We occasionally hear from Catholics who have a sincere moral objection to the COVID-19 
vaccines due to their connection to abortion.  This concern is particularly acute among 
people who are strongly pro-life and very loyal to the teaching of the faith.  It is a serious 
issue for some people who often seek guidance and support from the Church.  His 
Eminence has requested that clarity be provided to assist our priests in response to 
requests of this nature which they are receiving. 
 
Pope Francis has made it very clear that it is morally acceptable to take any of the 
vaccines and said we have the moral responsibility to get vaccinated. Cardinal Dolan has 
said the same. 
 
There is no basis for a priest to issue a religious exemption to the vaccine. By doing so he 
is acting in contradiction to the directives of the Pope and is participating in an act that 
could have serious consequences to others. Imagine a student receiving a religious 
exemption, contracting the virus and spreading it throughout the campus. Clearly this 
would be an embarrassment to the archdiocese.  Some even argue that it might impose 
personal liability on the priest.  
 
Any individual is free to exercise discretion on getting the vaccine based upon his or her 
own beliefs without seeking the inaccurate portrayal of Church instructions.  Our priests 
should not be active participants to such actions.
