Frequency

Weekly — a music plan is needed for each Mass/Service where music is part of the
liturgy. Generally music plans will be needed for weekend Masses and holyday
Masses. Music plans can be prepared and posted to the website 3 -4 weeks ahead
of the service if all the information is available

Weekly - Parish Office Coordinator prints the plan for the weekend and places on
the organ for the upcoming service(s).
