What are we celebrating on the feast of the  
Assumption of Mary? 
 
The Assumption, along with the Immaculate Conception, are two 
Marian dogmas that have been infallibly defined by the church. 
The Assumption proclaims the reality that Mary was taken up 
body and soul into heaven. This was God's special gift to her in 
response to her total giving of self to God's plan and will. 
 
The church believes that Mary was immaculately conceived, that 
is, conceived without original sin. This led the church to believe 
that she did not suffer one of the key consequences of original 
sin, death and corruption. The Orthodox Church celebrates the 
Dormition of Mary, the belief that Mary did not die but rather fell 
asleep and was thus assumed into heaven. 
 
What significance does this feast have for our lives as Christians 
today? This feast is above all an assurance and hope of our 
continued life with God. Modeling ourselves on Jesus and living 
the Christian life molded by Jesus' values, is certainly the sure 
path to God. As a result, God will not leave us orphaned or 
alone to suffer the emptiness of death. Rather we believe that 
death is merely a transformation of our present state into an 
even more glorious and eternal relationship with God. 
 
This is the hope and assurance that Mary's assumption  
celebrates. It is a celebration of our assumption as well. She is 
one of us, providing a model of what God has in store for all who 
love and give of themselves to God.

The Archdiocese of Harƞord requires that all Archdiocesan  
employees and adult volunteers who deal with children on 
a regular basis are required to aƩend an intense 3‐hour 
training session that deals with child sexual abuse. It is the 
policy of the Archdiocese that volunteers who are with    
children should complete the VIRTUS training before they 
begin their ministry, or within 30 days from the Ɵme they 
begin. Only volunteers and employees who have had the 
training and a background check should be working with 
children.

20th Sunday in Ordinary Time 
 
Even one hundred and fiŌy years aŌer it took place, the effects 
of the Civil War in the United States can sƟll be felt. Even 
though the shiŌing populaƟon has tempered percepƟons, 
those who work in the social sciences can sƟll point to secƟons 

of the country where certain aƫtudes hold a greater sway than in 
others. And even though it may be unfair, there are Ɵmes when a 
parƟcular region will be categorized in a way that hearkens back to 
an earlier era. The baƩles of the war are sƟll fought by teams who 
meƟculously reenact the events in a harmless historical hobby. 
More nefarious are those who use code words and false ideas to 
resurrect an era that should be consigned to history. 
 
The divisions that Jesus aƩests to in this weekend's Gospel spring 
from the real experience of the early ChrisƟan community in the 
first century of its existence. For some, ChrisƟanity was a danger‐
ous philosophy that needed to be eradicated. Some of its proposi‐
Ɵons threatened the security of the state, like the worship of the 
one God and the equality of everyone before the Lord referenced 
in Paul's famous words to the GalaƟans: "There is neither Jew nor 
Greek, there is neither slave nor free person, there is not male and 
female; for you are all one in Christ Jesus" (3:28). 
 
The Gospel today is not an encouragement to family arguments. 
Jesus is not asking households to be so rigorous that our faith be‐
comes a point of contenƟon. But the Scripture does allude to a 
stress point that many of us may confront in our lives. Being a be‐
liever means that someƟmes we must take a stand. We are called 
to proclaim clearly what we believe and to do that when it may be 
uncomfortable for us. We won't necessarily become a martyr, but 
there are Ɵmes when there is a cost to our faith.

  On May 16th, the Supreme Court in a unanimous ruling sent the 
contraceptive mandate legal challenges back to the lower courts, 
vacated earlier judgments against those parties opposing the  
mandate, and encouraged the two sides to resolve their differ-
ences. Attorneys for the plaintiffs are hopeful that a compromise 
will be able to be reached in these cases.
