As we celebrate Easter followed by Divine Mercy Sunday, we should see a glorious connection 
between the two Feast Days. We know from St. Faustina’s Diary that she saw both red and 
white rays of light pouring forth from the Heart of Jesus, which we see depicted in the images 
of the Divine Mercy. The rays symbolize the blood and water, which poured forth when Our 
Lord’s side was pierced by the soldier’s lace, as He hung on the cross. The red rays symbolize 
the Precious Blood of the Holy Eucharist. The white rays symbolize the waters of Baptism. But 
did you know that St. Faustina also saw the same rays pouring forth from the Blessed 
Sacrament? They flowed forth and enveloped the whole world! What a profound gift of grace! 
What a miraculous meditation we could ponder by contemplating this thought.
