Pacdre’s Corner June 26, 2022
Thirteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time

Why living forever on earth is a bad idea
Aleteia / Philip Kosloski / April 20, 2022

“An extra-long life on earth cannot be compared to what awaits us in Heaven.
Many in the tech world are looking for cures for old age. They want to live forever on earth, prolonging their life past 100 years.

Pope Benedict XVI questions this quest for “immortality” in a homily for Easter in 2010.

Man’s resistance to death becomes evident: somewhere — people have constantly thought — there must be some cure for death.
Sooner or later it should be possible to find the remedy not only for this or that iliness, but for our ultimate destiny — for death itself.
Surely the medicine of immortality must exist. Today too, the search for a source of healing continues. Modern medical science
strives, if not exactly to exclude death, at least to eliminate as many as possible of its causes, to postpone it further and further, to
prolong life more and more. But let us reflect for a moment: what would it really be like if we were to succeed, perhaps not in
excluding death totally, but in postponing it indefinitely, in reaching an age of several hundred years? Would that be a good thing?
He then goes on to explain why living on earth for a long time is a bad idea.

Humanity would become extraordinarily old, there would be no more room for youth. Capacity for innovation would die,
and endless life would be no paradise, if anything a condemnation. The true cure for death must be different. It cannot lead simply
to an indefinite prolongation of this current life. Living forever on this earth would essentially prolong all the bad things about being
human, such as suffering, war, violence and anxiety. People would become even more entrenched in their viewpoints and wars
would go on for centuries with the same leaders. Totalitarians would reign over their countries for generations and generations.
Instead, the solution, as Pope Benedict explains, is a “new” life.

It would have to transform our lives from within. It would need to create a new life within us, truly fit for eternity: it would
need to transform us in such a way as not to come to an end with death, but only then to begin in fullness. What is new and exciting
in the Christian message, in the Gospel of Jesus Christ, was and is that we are told: yes indeed, this cure for death, this true medicine
of immortality, does exist. It has been found. It is within our reach. In baptism, this medicine is given to us. A new life beginsin us, a
life that matures in faith and is not extinguished by the death of the old life, but is only then fully revealed ... Indeed, the cure for
death does exist. Christ is the tree of life, once more within our reach. If we remain close to him, then we have life.

If we want to “live forever,” we need to go to the true “tree of life,” Jesus Christ, who opens to us a realm of immortality that is life-
giving. Life in Heaven will be nothing like life on earth. It will be a place without tears, wars, violence or anxiety.
It is a place of everlasting peace, not simply a prolongation of our wounded earth.”

PONDERINGS FROM FATHER BILL

After seven years of pastoral service for Saint Francis of Assisi and Sacred Heart, with the further inspiration of Saint Mother Teresa
of Calcutta, it is time to say either goodbye or until we meet again. When a priest leaves a parish it is bittersweet and eager for new
horizons, but the departure from familiar faces is much like what workers go through when retiring from a company. However, a
priest has deep spiritual bonds often rooted in baptisms or weddings- even funerals and counsel. There is an anxiety at the prospect
of this separation. In 1962 movie director Leo McCarey (“ Bells of Saint Mary’s “ from 1945 ) produced his final film, “Satan Never
Sleeps” starring the legendary actors Clifton Webb and William Holden. The two played a pastor and an associate priest. Holden
plays Father O’Banyon, who is in China on the eve of the Communist Revolution in 1949. He rescues a young woman from the spring
floods, which according to Chinese traditions meant he was now responsible for her life. Without getting into too much detail, there
is an incredibly emotional scene where she asks him: “Father, is there any sadder word than goodbye? The response of the deeply
moved priest is “No, but sometimes it needs to be said.” A number of years ago | wrote to that actress France Nuyen, describing the
power of that movie and particular scene with regard to my future path. She wrote me not just a touching letter, but an
autographed photo of that part of the film inscribed to me. In my mind, that verbal exchange between priest and parishioner is an
appropriate way to verbally draw the stage curtain on our time together in the parish. | will either see you in Heaven, after the Lord
forgives me my sins, or in person on this challenging yet strangely beautiful road we call life. God bless and inspire you throughout
