These things always take more time than we’d like—and the last few weeks have been a tremen-
dous sacrifice for those who haven’t been able to get into the church for lack of access—but following the proper procedures now means no
problems down the road.

We’ll move back to the
church on Ash Wednesday. There are several reasons for this move, the primary one being economical: we cannot afford to heat our
800-seat church each day for anywhere from ten to thirty people.

(September 2013-August 2014), as well as a detailed explanation. In the past, your generosity at Christmas has been overwhelming; I hope
and pray that this year will be no different, because, like everyone else, we’re running very lean right now.
