Juan Pablo 11

( Karol Woijtyla)

Juan Pablo II, de nombre de pila Karol Jézef
Wojtyla, fue un sumo pontifice de la iglesia
catélica y el papa namero 264 en la historia de
nuestra religiéon. Nacié en Wadowice, Polonia
el 18 de mayo de 1920, y es hijo de Karol
Wojtyta y Emilia Kaczorowska. Realiz6 sus
estudios de educacién primaria y secundaria, y
tras finalizarlos se dedic6 un tiempo al ajedrez,
coronandose campeén de varios torneos. En el
afio 1943, inici6 en el seminario clandestino
fundado por monsefior Adam Stefan Sapieha,
donde estudi6 teologia. Tres afios después, un
1 de noviembre, fue ordenado sacerdote en la
capilla privada arzobispal; tiempo después de
su ordenamiento, se fue a Roma a realizar unos
cursos en la facultad de filosofia del Pontificio
Ateneo Angelicum, donde obtuvo el doctorado
en Teologfa.

Fue consagrado como obispo auxiliar, por el
papa Pio XII el 4 de julio de 1958 en la
arquidiocesis de Cracovia. Desde el 11 de
octubre del afio 1962, empez6 a hacer parte del
Concilio Vaticano II, donde se destacé por sus
especificaciones sobre el ateismo moderno y la
libertad religiosa. Tras la muerte del papa Juan
Pablo I, el 16 de octubre de 1978 Karol
Woijtyla fue escogido como el nuevo papa a la
edad de 58 anos, adoptando el nombre de Juan
Pablo II. El nuevo sumo pontifice de la iglesia
catolica, tenia como objetivo colocar la iglesia
como guia del mundo.
