He made alliances with other countries, many times through marriage to their princesses.  This opened opportunities for trade.  Israel became rich. Solomon himself wrote some psalms, proverbs (3,000 wise sayings!), the Song of Songs, and began to assemble the Bible.  He also began a building program.
