Dear Parishioners, 

I would like to give all of you a thank you for your 

prayers and cards. I joined St. Joseph’s parish 46 

years ago after moving to Kingston from Boston as 

an employee with IBM. I have made many friends at 

St. Joseph’s during those years. My wife and I raised 

our children at St. Joseph’s. Over the past year, my 

age has caught up with me and my health has some-

what deteriorated. I have had serious back issues 

which as some of you have probably noticed has 

affected my ability to stand for any length of time 

without having to sit down due to pain. In October, I 

was rushed to the hospital with what was   described 

by the medical establishment early on as a stroke. It 

turned out not to be a stroke but a TIA. As of this 

time they are still running tests to try to determine 

what happened during that hospitalization. I was 

told at the time of my hospital discharge I should not 

live alone, so I had to make the choice to move to 

where my children live. I am currently living with my 

son and daughter-in-law in Beaufort, South Carolina. 

How long I will live down here is yet to be deter-

mined or if I will ever be allowed to live on my own, 

but I still remain hopeful. My ministries at St.       

Joseph’s were very rewarding for me and I hope for 

the parishioners as well. Currently, I am trying to 

have my faculties as a deacon granted in South   

Carolina, so that I can help at the local church, St. 

Peter’s, in Beaufort.
