WHAT IS HOLY TRINITY SUNDAY?

The Catholic Church celebrates this unfathomable mys-
tery each year on the Sunday following Pentecost. Today,
June 4th, is the Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity. The
teaching of the Most Blessed Trinity is the central Mystery
of Christianity: God is One God in Three Divine Persons.

“Three Persons who are one God because the Father is
love, the Son is love, the Spirit is love. God is love and
only love, most pure, infinite and eternal love. The
Trinity does not live in a splendid solitude, but is rather
inexhaustible font of life that unceasingly gives itself
and communicates itself. We can in some way intuit
this, whether we observe the macro-universe: our
earth, the planets, the stars, the galaxies; or the micro-
universe: cells, atoms, elementary particles. The
‘name’ of the Most Holy Trinity is in a certain way im-
pressed upon everything that exists, because every-
thing that exists, down to the least particle, is a being
in relation, and thus God-relation shines forth, ulti-
mately creative Love shines forth. All comes from love,
tends toward love, and is moved by love, naturally,
according to different grades of consciousness and
freedom.” - Pope Benedict XVI
