He said to them, "Whose image is this and whose 
inscription?" (Matt 22:20) 

The engraving of an inscription implies ownership of some 
form. It may reflect the physical ownership of currency or 
perhaps emotional ownership, as in a heart locket or wedding 
ring. Today, Jesus calls us to reflect on the spiritual ownership 
which God places on all humanity to varying degrees: by 
Creation, Redemption, and Sanctification. You may not be 
comfortable with the notion that God claims ownership over 
you. There is a saying: “Your life is not your own.” All 
humanity and the rest of created matter owes their beginning 
to God: the Prime Mover. Within the Christian framework, we 
are children of God: not slaves, but family. Our Baptism and 
Confirmation welcome us deeply into this family by making us 
sharers in the Redemption Jesus Christ won for us. The 
sacramental gifts bestowed on humanity in these two 
important events create an inscription or seal on our souls – 
an imprint of Jesus’ Being and saving works – carved into the 
very fabric of who we are as Christians. Further, the other 
sacraments work to Sanctify our lives as we make our way in 
the world: Penance, Eucharist, Holy Orders, Marriage. God 
offers us the opportunity to be linked closely to Him. Some 
people may see this as a hindrance against freedom. Mature 
Christians view this as the expansion of our freedom to love 
and to be loved. 

The image of God is not depicted in gold but is drawn in 
human beings. The coin of Caesar is gold, but humankind is 
the coin of God. Caesar is seen in coins, but God is recognized 
in human beings. So give your wealth to Caesar, but keep your 
innocence intact alone for your conscience, where God is seen. 
For a craftsman’s hand carved out the image of Caesar and 
inscribed it with letters that will perish, but the divine hand 
showed the image of God by ten living points. Which are 
these? The five carnal senses and the five spiritual ones 
through which we consider and apprehend whatever useful 

things as God does.
