On Friday, April 26 at 7:00 P.M. 
in St. Joseph's church hall 
(located at 34 South Chestnut 
St. New Paltz), there will be a 
presentation on Dorothy Day, 
one of the founders of the 
Catholic Worker movement and 
a prophetic voice for our time.  It will be given by Deirdre 
Cornell, an acclaimed author and the managing editor of 
Maryknoll Magazine. Deidre and her husband Kenney, 
along with their five children, lived in Mexico for three 
years as Maryknoll lay missioners, and they continue their 
ministry to our migrant brothers and sisters. 

In the presentation, Deirdre will offer an overview of the 
life of the “Servant of God” Dorothy Day and why Day’s 
unique witness makes her a saint for our time. Deirdre 
will also reflect on how Day has influenced the mission 
she and her husband share of accompanying 
immigrants. Day worked closely with fellow activist Peter 
Maurin to establish the Catholic Worker Movement, a 
pacifist movement that combines direct aid for the poor 
and homeless with nonviolent direct action on their behalf.
