“They said, “Where did this man get all this? What 

kind of wisdom has been given him?” (Mark 6:3) I 

was born on July 7, 1979. This weekend I turn 45 

years old. From one perspective it the half-way point 

in my forties to age 50 and my 40th birthday party 

seemed like it was last week. My hair is grayer (and 

thinner) as my hairline continues to recede. My back 

hurts. My knees hurt. Every time I begin a new 

exercise routine, it takes longer to get back into 

shape. Stress takes more of a toll then it once did. 

Poor, poor Kevin. And then I read the above 

selection from Mark 6. Obviously, they were talking 

about the wisdom of Jesus, but what kind of wisdom 

has been given to me, looking back at my life thus 

far? I am grateful to have 45 years (even if my facial 

expression doesn’t always show it). I know, most 

importantly, that I am loved by God and others. 

To be loved is to share in the glory of the second 

Person of the Trinity. To be loved is to experience 

the glory of our humanity, made in the image and 

likeness of God. It is only in being loved that we 

learn to love and in the words of mathematician 

John Nash: “The greatest equation in life is love.” 

And as Saint Paul says in 1 Corinthians 13: “Love is 

patient, love is kind. It does not envy, it does not 

boast, it is not proud. It does not dishonor others, it 

is not self-seeking, it is not easily angered, it keeps 

no record of wrongs. Love does not delight in 

evil but rejoices with the truth. It always protects, 

always trusts, always hopes, always perseveres.” 

Even amid our fallen nature and proclivity to commit 

sin, we can still be loved and love. This means that 

we can “rejoice in the truth.” So many lies fill our 

world, but the truth of God’s plan of redemption for 

humanity fills my heart, even when I fail to love Him. 

Nine months before I was born, my soul was created 

to live in His love. What a beautiful truth; what a 

gift!
