Dear Friends,

This weekend we will be bringing back the Precious Blood
at Communion time. It has been a very long time — since
the beginning of Covid — that the Precious Blood has been
offered at Mass. I’'m very happy we have come to this
point. Nonetheless, | ask that anyone who is not feeling
well to please not drink from the chalice. We have an obli-
gation to look out for one another and to not risk passing
on an illness. (The same goes with giving the sign of peace
at Mass...to refrain from shaking someone’s hand if we are
feeling under the weather). You already know that it is a
not grave matter to stay home from Mass when you are
not feeling well.

Secondly, please don’t feel obliged to receive the Precious
Blood from the chalice for whatever reason. Communi-
cants may feel uncomfortable receiving from the chalice
as they are exercising caution during these times when
Covid is still a reality. We are assured by the Church that
when we receive either the sacred host alone or the Pre-
cious Blood alone that we are receiving the body, blood,
soul, and divinity of our Lord.

| certainly don’t want to discourage you from receiving the
Precious Blood, but merely want to point out these pre-
cautions. Thanks for listening.
