Corner

Dear Friends,

Many of you remember the long pontificate of Pope
St. John Paul Il and recall much of what he had to
say. He reminded us over and over to not be afraid.
He also spoke that every human being could be a
saint.

Last Sunday, October 20, Pope Francis canonized 14
new Saints at St. Peter’s in Rome. 3 of them founded
religious orders, one was the father of eight, and
there were Franciscan friars who were killed in Syria
for refusing to renounce the Catholic faith.

Pope Francis referred to these new Saints as
“servants of their brothers and sisters.” He went on
to say that they were “creative in doing good, stead-
fast in difficulties, and generous to the end.”

Friends, becoming saints mean that we grow in holi-
ness. It is not a “one and done” thing; holiness in-
volves daily conversion. Like all saints, we try and we
fail. Yet there is something inside of us that pushes
us forward and, with God’s grace, helps us remain
faithful. Remember that God uses our lives (the good
we do and even the sins we have committed and
have repented from) to bring about abundant fruit.

So grateful to be among saints-in-the-making here at
Sacred Heart!
