Dear Friends, 
 
Traditionally, the month of May is dedicated to Our 
Blessed Virgin Mary, the mother of Our Lord, Jesus 
Christ. Mary is our spiritual mother. Countless people 
throughout the ages have found great comfort in pray-
ing the rosary, having a proper devotion to the 
Blessed Mother, counting on her powerful interces-
sion, and trusting in her help to draw us closer to her 
Son. 
 
At this important time of year when the Cardinals 
from around the world gather to elect a new 
pope.  This closed gathering is called a conclave, 
from the Italian “con clave” - meaning “with a key.” 
The Cardinals are sequestered until they elect a pope 
and they cannot have any contact with the outside 
world from the time they enter the conclave (which 
begins on Wednesday, May 7). 
 
May Mary intercede for the Cardinals so that they 
have the mind of God and are open to the promptings 
of the Holy Spirit who will guide them in their dis-
cernment. 
 
In May we also remember our earthly mothers. It is 
so appropriate that we have a day dedicated to them - 
Mother’s Day - which we celebrate next Sunday. 
Many of us can trace our faith back to our parents, 
particularly our mothers.
