The Pastor’s Corner 
 

Dear Friends, 
  

June is traditionally the month that the Church dedi-
cates to the Sacred Heart of Jesus. 
  

Pope Francis dedicated his last encyclical, written 
about 6 months before his death, to the Most Sacred 
Heart of Jesus. In the first chapter, he wrote: 
  

“The symbol of the heart has often been used to ex-
press the love of Jesus Christ. Some have questioned 
whether this symbol is still meaningful today. Yet liv-
ing as we do in an age of superficiality, rushing fre-
netically from one thing to another without really 
knowing why, and ending up as insatiable consumers 
and slaves to the mechanisms of a market uncon-
cerned about the deeper meaning of our lives, all of 
us need to rediscover the importance of the heart.” 
  

Pope Francis encouraged us to be close to the Sacred 
Heart of Jesus that beats with love for us. 
  

One practical way we can do this is by offering our 
day to Jesus by praying the Morning Offering, offer-
ing to Jesus the entire day ahead of us by uniting all 
our works, joys, sorrows, sufferings to his Sacred 
Heart. 
  

Most Sacred Heart of Jesus, have mercy on us. 
Immaculate Heart of Mary, pray for us. 
Precious blood of Jesus, save us.
