Straight out of the pine-covered hills of North Idaho, 
Kelly Hughes hit the stage professionally at just 14. By 21, 
he wasn’t just playing music—he was creating a home for 
it. He launched “Kelly’s,” a live music venue that quickly 
became a central hub for artists across the country. With 
the guidance of a veteran manager and a relentless drive, 
Kelly ran it for two decades before selling it in 2004. 
Though it changed names, the stage he built still stands, 
helping new voices find their spotlight. 
 
Kelly accepted 
Jesus Christ as his Lord and Savior—a moment that gave 
new direction to his life and career. He took to the road, 
bringing his signature blend of country and old-school 
rock to audiences across the Northwest and Southwest.
