Dear Friends,

A Catholic tradition that has been cherished through
the years is making the “Nine First Fridays” devotion
to the Sacred Heart of Jesus. The revelation was
made by Jesus to St. Margaret Mary Alacoque, who
lived from 1647-1690.

What does this involve? It calls for receiving Holy
Communion on nine consecutive First Fridays in rep-
aration to the heart of Christ that has loved humani-
ty so much and is loved so little in return.

There are promises attached to the faithful who
practice this devotion. Among them: final persever-
ance in the Catholic faith, reception of the Sacra-
ments of the Church at the time of death, and the
consolation of the love of the Lord’s Sacred Heart at
the time of death.

We have the first Friday in August coming up next
week. You may want to consider beginning this devo-
tion next week with Mass on Friday, followed by Holy
Hour. | am also available for confessions from 9 —
9:30 am the first Friday of each month.
