       AN INVITATION TO SING & SERVE  
  
The first rehearsal for our Sunday Choir (soprano, 
alto, tenor and bass voices) is Thursday, September 
4th at 7pm. The first rehearsal for the Men's Scho-
la (tenor and bass voices) is Thursday, September 
18th at 7pm. NOW is the best time to give choir a 
try. We're blessed with a good number of tenors 
and basses in our midst, and we could really use 
some additional soprano and alto voices in the Sun-
day Choir for the sake of balance between the sec-
tions. We're just the opposite of most volunteer 
choirs in this regard.  
  

Although our need for female voices is greatest, ALL 
ARE WELCOME and there is no such thing as too 
much of a good thing, so men, don't be shy!  
  

The choirs rotate for Sunday Masses with the Sun-
day Choir (SATB) singing for two consecutive weeks, 
followed by the Men's Schola singing for one Sun-
day. This is the general pattern for September 
through the first two weeks of June, with adjust-
ments as needed for Christmas and Easter obliga-
tions.  
  

We have a good time working hard to prepare for 
worship. Choir is a small group ministry where we 
explore the texts and tunes and liturgical signifi-
cance of music in worship. Singing is also good for 
your body, your soul and your brain! Music is math 
(counting and rhythm), language, the science of 
acoustics, physical education of posture and breath-
ing, aesthetics of artistic style and beauty, multi-
cultural history, self-expression and communication, 
theology, spirit forming and feeding, and challeng-
ing.
