November is a packed month, liturgically speaking!
We started off with All Saints Day on the 1st and cel-
ebrated All Souls’ Day last weekend. (A reminder to
all of us that we especially remember the deceased
during throughout the month. If you can, please
make a visit to a cemetery and offer prayers for the
faithfully departed).

This weekend we celebrate the Dedication of the
Lateran Basilica in Rome, which is the Catholic
Church’s first basilica. It is the Pope’s Cathedral and
it has pride of place as the “mother and head of all
the churches in the city (of Rome) and the world.”

On the weekend of the 22nd and 23rd we celebrate
the Feast of Christ the King, which brings our liturgi-
cal year to an end.
