Dear Friends,

Our Gospel today reminds us of Good Friday, doesn’t
it? It doesn’t seem to fit on a Sunday when we honor
Christ the King. Jesus hangs on a cross, broken, and
looking helpless. The sign posted above his head on
the cross (“This is Jesus Christ, King of the Jews”) is
meant to mock him.

For us Christians, we are to see the cross of Christ as
the sign of victory. He endured suffering and death
to save all humanity. Jesus was victorious to the very
end.

As we gaze with love on the cross, we can ask our-
selves: is there any one, or any thing, that has au-
thority in our life other than Christ?

At each Mass we celebrate, the high point is the
Eucharist, that Greek word that means thanksgiving.
We give thanks to Jesus for his ultimate sacrifice of
dying on the cross and we praise him for all the
blessings we possess. We surrender ourselves to
Jesus and commend to him our loved ones, living
and deceased, and place before him our own inten-
tions.

We’'ll be celebrating Thanksgiving Day this Thursday.
If you can, please come our Thursday morning Mass
at 10 am. It will be a great way to start Thanksgiving
Day!
